And the past is recurred
 
[I was made a witness to the caravan of travelers to you
The necks of the people of the two miseries are reaped]   (46/7)

Attribute every saying to the Qur'an: in order to understand this topic, we will review some verses before the verse that we are talking about, which is indicated in this qasida verse. These verses are: Bismillah ar-Rahmaam ar-Raheem [they ask you about the spoils of war, say: The spoils of war belongs to Allah and the Messenger, so, fear Allah and reconcile the enmity amongst you and obey Allah and His Messenger if you were believers ¤ Truly, the believers are those whose hearts tremble whenever Allah is being Dhikr, and when His revelations are recited unto them, it increases their faith, and they trust in Allah ¤ those who keep up the prayers and spend of that We have bestowed on them ¤ Those are the true believers who have high ranks with their Lord, forgiveness and generous provision ¤ Even as your Lord caused you to go forth from your home with the Truth, and lo! a party of the believers were averse ¤ Disputing with you of the Truth after it had been made manifest, as if they were being driven to death while seeing it ¤ And when Allah promised you one of the two bands, that it should be yours, and you longed that other than the armed one be yours. And Allah willed that He should cause the Truth to triumph by His words, and cut the root of the disbelievers ¤ That He might cause the Truth to triumph and bring vanity to naught, however much the guilty might hate it] al-Anfal 8:1-8. The topic of these verses is related to the people of Badr when they disagreed about dividing the spoils; some of them said that it should be for Muhajerin because of their poverty, others said that it should be for Ansar because of their support, and others said it should for Allah and the Messenger [PPBUH], that is; it should be divided by the Messenger of Allah [PPBUH], just as Allah Almighty commands Him. The obedience of the command of Allah, in that verse, stops the disagreement that separates the nation. Then Allah, Almighty, said [So, fear Allah] that is; in the fight and dispute [and reconcile the enmity amongst you] with the consoling, the cordiality and the kind clear hearts [and obey Allah and His Messenger] in what He [PPBUH] orders you to do. In order not to expand for you, we say that the topic is limited to the obedience, the reconciliation, discarding the disagreement and going out to the Jihad, if required, against what was described as "the possessor of power", which is hated. Allah will to show the Truth, which is the religion, and to annul the falsehood, which is the disbelief [when you sought help of your Lord then He answered you: I will support you with thousand of the angels, successive] al-Anfal 8:9, that is; when you found yourself as few in number in the face of the enemy, you prayed to your Lord for the succor and support. Then Allah, Almighty, answered supported, strengthened and increased you with a thousand angels successively following one another. This was not but a good tiding, for the believers' hearts to be reassured and to harvest the necks of miserable people in this worldly life and the hereafter. In this context, the one whose hearing is the hearing of Allah and whose sight is the sight of Allah…etc "the Hadith", says:
[I was made a witness to the caravan of travelers to you
  The necks of the people of the two miseries are reaped] (46/7)

We say that no wonder about him seeing, with the eyes of Allah, the greater battle of Badr and what has happened in it, but the wonder comes in the second verse when he says:
[the Lord inspired to the angels to make them stand firm;
                   I will throw and the past is recurred] (46/8)
And here, stop and look attentively at the meaning of "and the past is recurred". As the Lord Almighty said in His Holy Book [When your Lord inspired the angels: I am with you, so make those who believed stand firm. I will throw fear into the hearts of those who disbelieved. So, smite over the necks and smite of them each finger-tip] al-Anfal 8:12. Some may say that "the past" which is "recurred" is what happened of Allah's victory to his Prophets [PBUT] and the others wish if they were of the people of Badr. We say to both of them "That is Allah's custom with His creation and it did not go away as the trials are still there. And the connection between heaven and earth did not stop, after Allah concluded the messengers and prophets with sending sayyduna Mohammad [PPBUH]. For Allah, Almighty; (sends for this nation at the head of every one hundred years, someone who renews its religion) "Hadith" said by the Beloved [PPBUH]. So, whosever wants to be from People of Badr, he should take the initiative in obeying his Lord, discarding the disagreement, spreading the spirit of cordiality among Muslims and reconcile the enmity among them. We say to everyone that "the past is recurred" with everyone sent by Allah to guide the people, and if they turned away, refused and started to fight the rightly guided ones, then "the past will recur". Otherwise what is the use of reminding us in Qur'an and by Imams? The next qasida verse to the last one confirms that. This verse is:
[If an army came marching to me, it would turn away, right away
  deflecting, to plot against me but then it would fall in the plot] (46/9)

Because he [AAH] is a Prophetic inheritor and one of those whom Al-Mustafa [the chosen one] [PPBUH] said about them (Allah sends for this nation at the head of every one hundred years, someone who renews its religion). The Prophet [PPBUH] also said (You should stick to my Sunna and the Sunna of the rightly guided orthodox Caliphs after me, bite on it with the molars and fangs). And as He [AAH] represents the Prophet [PPBUH] in his era and he is his deputy and his successor, and so, he [AAH] says:
[We inherited from him even what they charged him with
so, whoever spared him, spared us] (89/17)
Then what is the battle now? Is it being enemy to the saints of Allah instead of being cordial to them? They want to tear down the shrines of Ahl-al-Bayt [The Household of the Prophet [PPBUT]], they accuse the visitor to the saints of being disbelievers. Thus they are tearing the tissue of the nation and weakening it. On the other hand the Prophet [PPBUH] and his successors want to have the unity, the intimacy, the love and the cordiality that Allah, Almighty, imposed in His Holy Book. Then he [AAH] said:
[If an army came marching to me, it would turn away, right away
  deflecting, to plot against me but then it would fall in the plot] (46/9)

That is; whosoever came marching wanting the separation, the enmity and hatred among the Muslims and wanting to beat the truth… as the battle in each age was and still is between the truth and the falsehood and the truth in every era is nothing but a prophet or a saint and the falsehood is nothing but the devil and his supporters of the humans. So whosoever came marching against the truth aiming for the falsehood, he would turn away right away and will never get his desire. And if he deviate to plot against the truth, he will be plotting no one but himself. About this meaning Allah, Almighty, says [Or seek they to ensnare? But those who disbelieve, they are the ensnared!] at-Tawr 52:42, then the Imam and the teacher says in the following verse:
[Except cordiality, we never asked our beloved for,
as cordiality is a sublimity and rationality] (46/10)
The battle is between the alienation and cordiality. Satan wants alienation, separation, and charge with infidelity, while the inheriting Imam [AAH] wants cordiality, love and intimacy. History recurs and repeats itself; as the people of Badr were few in face of the falsehood, and today the people of denial are many and the people of faith are few; however Allah, who sent the angles for fighting the people of falsehood and supporting the Companions [AAT], is of course, able to grant victory to the believers against the people of denial who are happy with their large number nowadays. 
As cordiality is the sublimity, highness, rationality, and adherence to the rope of Allah, Almighty. In this cordiality is the intimacy between hearts, brotherhood, and rescue from hell. 
And if you want to know more about cordiality, read the articles of "Cordiality" in the previous issues, and take the initiative with carrying out what the Imam of your time asked you do, which is cordiality, and then you will be happy and you will be from the current's people of Badr. May Allah, Almighty, make us from them and may He join us with Ahl-al-Bayt of the Beloved Prophet [PPBUT].

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Mother of believers
Hafsah bent Omar [AAH]
 
She is the mother of believers: Hafsah the daughter of Omar ibn al-Khattab ibn Nafil ibn Abdel-Ozza ibn Rabah ibn Abdullah ibn Qart ibn Ka'b ibn Quraysh. Omar [AAH] was surnamed as Abo-Hafs and he is the second one of the orthodox Caliphs. Sayyda Aisha said about Sayyda Hafsah [AAT] "She was the one who used to sublime with me from the wives of the Prophet [PPBUH]".
The mother of sayyda Hafsah: is sayyda Zaynab bent Maz'on ibn Habib ibn Wahb ibn Huzafah ibn Gamh. She was the sister of the honorable companion Osman ibn Maz'on the first one to die in Medina from Muhajerin [the emigrants], the first one to be buried in al-Baqia and the first one to be prayed upon, the funeral prayer, by the Messenger of Allah [PPBUH]. Her brother from her father is Abdullah ibn Omar ibn al-Khattab [AAH], the famous honorable companion. 
The birth of sayyda Hafsah [AAH] was in the fifth year before The Prophet's mission [PPBUH] while Quraysh was renewing the building of the Ka'ba and it was also said that this was in the seventh year. When sayydi Omar ibn al-Khattab [AAH] embraced Islam, his household followed him to Islam and among them was sayyda Hafsah. The embracing of Islam by sayydi Omar [AAH] had a so good effect, on the souls of those who embraced Islam before him, that some of the Muslims who emigrated to Habasha, [Ethiopia] escaping with their religion from the harm of the polytheists, returned from Habasha to Mecca when they heard the news of Omar's [AAH] embracing Islam. Sayyda Hafsah was a good wife to the honorable companion [Khunais ibn Huzafa as-Sahmi] who was one of the people of the two emigrations. Sayyda Hafsah [AAH] lived with her husband whom she loved and so did he. He emigrated to Habasha with the earlier emigrants, escaping with his religion, then to Medina to support his Prophet [PPBUH]. He participated in Badr first then Ohud. In Ohud he was injured an injury that caused him to die. He left his wife Hafsah bent Omar behind him, young woman in the prime of her age. Sayyda Hafsah was eighteen or twenty years old, when her husband Khunais died, and she did not give birth to any child for him.
The marriage of Sayyda Hafsah [AAH] to the Messenger [PPBUH]:
Sayydi Omar ibn al-Khattab [AAH] felt pain for his young daughter and was hurt for watching the widowhood killing her youth. He became depressed whenever he sees his young daughter suffering from the isolation of the widowhood, while she used to be happy before when her husband was alive, enjoying a happy marriage. He [AAH] started to think about her, after the end of her period of Iddah [widowhood]. Who would be a good husband for his daughter?
Days passed successive, and no one proposed for her. He [AAH] did not know, then, that she has taken some of the Prophet's interest, so, he [PPBUH] confided to sayydi Abo-Bakr as-Seddik [AAH] that He wants to propose to her. When the days lasted long on sayydi Omar [AAH] and the widowhood was hurting his young daughter, he offered her hand in marriage to Abo-Bakr [AAH]. But Abo-Bakr did not answer him. Then he offered her hand in marriage to Osman ibn Affan [AAH] who said "It seems to me that I should not marry today". Then he became sad with them and left them. He [AAH] complained about this to the Prophet [PPBUH] who said (Hafsah will marry a better one than Osman), he meant the Prophet [PPBUH], (and Osman will marry a better one than Hafsah), he meant sayyda Om-Kolthum [AAH] his daughter [PPBUH] after the death of her sister sayyda Ruqaiya [AAH] who was married to sayydi Osman [AAH] at that time.
Al-Bukhary reported from Abdullah ibn Omar [AAH], saying that Omar ibn al-Khattab [AAH], when Hafsah became a widow from Khunays ibn Huzafah as-Sahmi who was from the companions of the Messenger of Allah [PPBUH] and witnessed Badr and died in Medina, Omar said: I met Osman ibn Affan and offered him the hand of Hafsah for marriage and said to him "if you will, I will marry you to Hafsah bent Omar". He said "I will think about my matters". He waited a few nights then said "It seems to me that I should not marry today". Omar said: then I met Abo-Bakr and said to him "if you will, I will marry you to Hafsah bent Omar". Abo-Bakr kept silent and did not reply to me anything. I was sad with him even more than I was with Osman. It was only a few days when the Messenger of Allah [PPBUH] proposed to her. So, I married her to him [PPBUH]. Then Abo-Bakr met me and said "Maybe you were sad with me when you offered Hafsah's hand to me and I did not answer you". I said "yes". Then Abo-Bakr said "nothing prevented me from giving you an answer for what you offered, except that I knew that the Messenger of Allah [PPBUH] talked about her, and I would never reveal the secret of the Messenger of Allah. And if He [PPBUH] did not propose to her, I would have accept her hand".
And Thus, Sayydi Omar ibn al-Khattab [AAH] had the honor of being related by marriage to the Prophet [PPBUH]. He sees himself approaching the rank that sayydi Abo-Bakr reached because of marrying his daughter sayyda Aisha [AAH] to him [PPBUH]. That was the purpose, in my opinion, of the proposition of the Prophet [PPBUH] to Hafsah bent Omar [AAH]. Thus, the happiness of sayydi Omar ibn al-Khattab and his daughter Hafsah [AAT] was realized. The companions [AAT] blessed that event and the honoring of the Messenger to Omar ibn al-Khattab [AAH] by being related in marriage to him [PPBUH] and by removing from Hafsah the pains of separation and windowhood.
Hafsah [AAH] in the house of Prophecy:
The Messenger [PPBUH] married sayyda Hafsah bent Omar on Sha'ban in 3rd year of Hijra, most probably. He [PPBUH] gave her four hundred Dirhams as a dowry. She was, then, twenty years old. Sayyda Hafsah lived in the prophecy house. She was intelligent and rational. She learnt how to write and read on the hand of an honorable companion woman, sayyda ash-Shefa' bent Abdullah, with the encouragement of the Messenger [PPBUH].
Sayyda Hafsah bent Omar ibn al-Khattab [AAT] acquired the high honor that sayyda Aisha bent Abo-Bakr as-Seddik acquired before. She had an honorable rank among mothers of the believers [AAT]. Sayyda Hafsah entered the house of the Prophet [PPBUH] as his third wife, as she came after sayyda Sawdah and sayyda Aisha [AAT]. As for sayyda Sawdah; she welcomed her with satisfaction. As for sayyda Aisha; she did not know what to do with this young wife who is not any one! She was the daughter of al-Farouq Omar ibn al-Khattab [AAH] with whom Allah previously enforced Islam and filled the hearts of the polytheists with fear. 
Sayyda Aisha [AAH] kept silent in front of this sudden marriage. She was annoyed before with the day of her fellow wife sayyda Sawdah, although she did not care much for her. So how would it be with her when sayyda Hafsah takes a third part of her days with the Messenger [PPBUH]. 
A cordiality relationship between sayyda Aisha and sayyda Hafsah, started after the appearance of the Prophet's wives [PPBUH], Zainab, Om-Salama, the other Zainab, Gowairya and Safiya". That relation had clear cordiality. Sayyda Hafsah was happy with the cordiality and love of her fellow wife sayyda Aisha [AAT] This rare clearness among the fellow wives made sayyda Hafsah pleased.
The spread secret:
Sayyda Aisha and sayyda Hafsah have agreed against the Prophet [PPBUH]. So he [PPBUH] deserted his women. It is agreed upon from the saying of Omar [AAH] that ibn Abbas [AAH] said "I stayed for a year wanting to ask Omar ibn al-Khattab about a Qur'anic verse, but I could not because of his reverence. Until he went to Hajj and I went with him. When we were on the way back, he turned to the pushes for his need. I stood till he finished then I walked with him and said: O, price of the believers, who were the two wives of the Prophet [PPBUH] who agreed against him [PPBUH]? He said: they were Hafsah and Aisha". In another narration of the saying of ibn Abbas from Omar, which is also agreed upon: that he asked him [AAH]: O, prince of the believers who were the two women from the Prophet's wives [PPBUH] that Allah Almighty said about them [If you two repent unto Allah, for your hearts have been inclined] al-Tahreim 66:4. He [AAH] said: I wonder about you ibn Abbas! They were Aisha and Hafsah… to the end of this Hadith. In this saying also sayydi Omar [AAH] said: so, the Prophet [PPBUH] retired from his women because of that speech when Hafsah revealed it to Aisha [AAT].
Ataa narrated that he heard Ubaid ibn Umair saying: I heard Aisha said: The Prophet [PPBUH] used to stay with Zainab bent Gahsh and drink honey there. So, me and Hafsah agreed that if the Prophet [PPBUH] came to anyone of us, she would say: I smell the smell Maghafeer from you! Did you eat Maghafeer? [Mahgafeer: means; A liquid which flows from the tree of Arrfat [a kind of trees] and it is to be diluted in water for drinking]. And the Prophet [PPBUH] did enter on one of them and she said that to Him. The Prophet [PPBUH] said (No, but I drank honey at Zainab's and I will not do this anymore). Then Allah, Almighty, revealed [O Prophet! Why banes you that which Allah has made lawful for you…] up to the Almighty's saying [If you two repent unto Allah] al-Tahreim 66:1-4. That is; sayyda Hafsah and Aisha. [When the Prophet confided…] is when he [PPBUH] said (but I drank honey).
In a narration of Sahih al-Bukhary: the agreement against the Prophet [PPBUH] was for asking for more expense. And in another narration from Omar [AAH], he said: The Prophet's wives [PPBUH] were gathered in being jealous on him, until it was once, when the Prophet [PPBUH] divorced sayyda Hafsah. Then her two uncles, [Qudamah and Osman the sons of Maz'on], entered to her, she wept and said: By Allah, he did not divorce me for something bad (she meant hatred, fault or defect). Then Gabriel [PBUH] came to the Prophet [PPBUH] and said "Restore Hafsah's marriage back, as she is a praying and a fasting one and she is your wife in paradise". This divorce shock al-Farouk Omar [AAH] and made him put the dust on his head when he heard that news and said "Allah will not care for Omar and his daughter anymore". 
In the narration of Abo-Saleh, Omar entered on Hafsah, one time, while she was weeping, he said "Did the Messenger of Allah [PPBUH] divorce you? He divorced you once before and restore your marriage for my sake. So if he divorced you again, I would never talk to you".
The attributes of Sayydah Hafsah [AAH]:
Hafsah [AAH], the mother of belivers, the praying and fasting one, an honest testimony from the trustee for the revelation, Gabriel [PBUH]. A certain good tiding was that she is the wife of the Messenger of Allah in paradise. Sayyda Hafsah became aware of Allah's sermons truly and was educated by the morals of His Holy Book the best of education. She devoted herself to the Holy Quran, reciting, reflecting on, understanding and pondering on it. This got the attention of her father al-Farouq Omar ibn al-Khattab [AAH] to her great interest in the Book of Allah, Almighty, which led him to intrust her with the Holy Book, which was written during the age of Abo-Bakr as-Seddik [AAH], after the Prophet [PPBUH] passed away. That book which contained the Qur'an written the same way that was revised by Gabriel twice during the month of Ramadan in the year of passing away of the Prophet [PPBUH].
Keeping the hand written copy of Quran with sayyda Hafsah "the precious deposit":
Abo-Na'eim narrated from ibn shehab from Kharegah ibn Zaid ibn Thabet from his father, saying: when Abo-Bakr ordered me to collect the Quran. I wrote it on pieces of leather and animal shoulder bones. And when Abo-Bakr [AAH] passed away, Omar [AAH] wrote that in one parchment. That is; on a parchment of one kind. It was kept with him. When Omar [AAH] passed away, the parchment was left with Hafsah, the Prophet's wife [PPBUH]. Then Osman sent to Hafsah [AAH] asking her to give him the parchment and swore that he would give it back. She gave it to him. He reviewed his Holy Book against the parchment then he gave it back to her. Then he was satisfied, and ordered the people to write copes of this Holy book.
This Holy Book distinguished with the features of the second collection of the Holy Qur'an which was done during the Caliphate of sayydi Abo-Bakr as-Seddik with an advice from sayydi Omar ibn al-Khattab [AAT]. That was after killing many of the Quran holders [the ones who were memorizing Qur'an] in the fighting of "Musailamah the liar", when seventy of the holders, who memorized the whole Qur'an, were killed in Yamamah battle. 
Sayydi Omar ibn al-Khattab was a partner, in this great task, with sayydi Zaid. Urwah ibn az-Zubair narrated that Abo-Bakr said to Omar and Zaid "sit down at the Masjid's door and whosoever comes to you, with two witnesses on anything from the Book of Allah, write it". Hafez as-Sakhawy said in "Beauty of the Readers": the purpose of the witness is to confirm that it was written in front of the Prophet [PPBUH] or it was one of the ways the Qur'an was revealed. 
This was the precious deposit that prince of believers Omar ibn al-Khattab [AAH] deposited with his daughter Hafsah, mother of believers, and she kept it with honesty and cared for it with preservation. So, the companions, the followers and the followers of the followers from the believers to this day and until Allah takes the earth and all what is on it, kept her beautiful memory. As she [AAH] is always mentioned whenever Muslims remember the gathering of the Holy Qur'an in its two stages, in the age of as-Seddik Abo-Bakr and the age of Osman "Zu-an-Nurayn" - and after the killing of Osman to the end of days of Ali [AHHF]. [Zu an-Nurayn: is the surname of sayydi Osman ibn Affan which means; the with two lights, as he [AAH] married two daughters of The Prophet [PPBUH]".
Her Knowledge and education [AAH]:
Throughout the years that she lived beside the Prophet [PPBUH], she tasted from his noble merits and honorable attributes and this made her report this accurate picture of his manners and morals. She gave this picture for his right guidance and attributes, his speech and expressions, and the states of his worshiping. So, we find her saying "The Messenger of Allah [PPBUH] used to fast three days from the month: Monday and Thursday and the Monday of the following week". She [AAH] also said "if the Messenger of Allah goes to his bed, he would put his right hand under his cheek and say: (O, Lord, preserve me from Your torture on the day You resurrect Your slaves) three times". 
Gebriel [PBUH] testified for her righteousness and asceticism when he asked The Prophet [PPBUH] to restore her marriage after he [PPBUH] divorced her one time, and said to him [PPBUH]: "she is praying and a fasting one. And she is your wife in paradise" narrated by al-Hakem and at-Tabarany.
Sayyda Hafsah [AAH] kept on being a reference for the great companions who knew her knowledge and goodness, so that her father Omar [AAH] asked her about the longest period a woman can tolerate the absence of her husband, and she told him it was 4 months. 
It is narrated about her eloquence [AAH] what she said to her father when the Magus stabbed him "O, my father, what saddens you? Is it the return to a Merciful Lord with no liability to any one? I have a good tiding for you but I will not tell a secret twice. What an excellent intercessor for you, the justice is! It has never been unknown to Allah, Almighty, your coarse life, your abstinence from appetite, and your suppression of the polytheists and corrupters". 
She [AAH] was a narrator of the Hadith of the Messenger of Allah [PPBUH]. The two sheikhs agreed upon four Hadiths from her and Muslim had six more alone. When Abdullah ibn Omar [AAH] wanted to refrain from marriage, she as mother of believers told him to marry advising and explaining to him the purpose of marriage of having a righteous son praying for his father. She said to him "get married and if you get a son and he lived after you, he will pray for you".
A high class dialogue with a superior level:
From the Prophet's humoring [PPBUH] with his wife Hafsah [AAH], what Imam Muslim narrated in his Sahih from Gaber ibn Abdullah, that he said: Om Mubsher told me that she heard the Prophet [PPBUH] saying at Hafsah's place (No one, ISA, of the people of the tree, who pledged allegiance under it, will go to hell). Hafsah said: No, O, Messenger of Allah. So, He [PPBUH] reproached her. Then Hafsah said [There is not one of you but shall approach it. That is a fixed ordinance of Your Lord] Miriam 19:71. Then the Prophet [PPBUH] said (Allah, Almighty, has said [Then We shall rescue those who were pious, and leave the oppressive ones crouching there] Miriam 19:72. -- We notice here how the Prophet [PPBUH] humored Hafsah with his reply and did not say to himself: I am the Prophet the legislator, how do you reply to me in a subject I am specialized in more than you! But the Prophet [PPBUH] dealt with the matter as a teacher and an educator. So, we notice in this context that the Prophet [PPBUH] reproached her when she objected without evidence from Shari'a. So when she said: No, O, Messenger of Allah, he [PPBUH] reproached her, but when she introduced her evidence to him [There is not one of you but shall approach it…], we noticed that the Prophet [PPBUH] replied to her kindly without blame saying [Then We shall rescue those who were pious, and leave the oppressive ones crouching there]. This event showed how the Prophet [PPBUH] humored her. This was repeated more than one time, as the more someone is tough, the more people need to humor him. For that, sayyda Aisha [AAH] described sayyda Hafsah [AAH], saying "She was a daughter of her father". That is; like her father al-Farouk [AAH] in his toughness and personality. The humoring is: the flattering and softness, as mentioned in the dictionary of [Mokhtar as-Sahah]. Also ibn al-Athir said in [the strange of Hadith]: the humoring is indulging people, giving them good company, and enduring them. Otherwise, they will be repelled away from you. The humoring is a great manner, especially with women, as they are ones who need it most. As their sentiment and fast emotion take over their actions. And this is what we should learn from our Beloved and Master sayyduna Muhammad [PPBUH].
Her passing away [AAH]:
Hafsah [AAH] devoted herself to worshiping – a praying and fasting one, until she passed away at the beginning of the caliphate of Mu'aweyah ibn Abo-Sufian in 41 H, at Medina "the year of grouping". She was sixty or sixty one years old. Marwan ibn al-Hakam prayed unto her, the funeral prayers, while he was the worker of Medina [the ruler working for the people]. Then he escorted her funeral procession to Baqeia and stayed till she was buried. Abdullah and Asem the two sons of Omar [AAH] and Salem, Abdullah and Hammzah the sons of Abdullah ibn Omar went down her grave. The people of Medina escorted her funeral to her final resting place in Baqeia with the rest of mothers of believers [AAT].
We lived with the sweet biography of sayyda Hafsah [AAH], who was praying, fasting, reproaching her self, inheritor of the comprehensive parchment of the Book of Allah, Almighty, and keeper of Qur'an. She is sayyda Hafsah the daughter of sayydi Omar ibn al-Khattab [AAT] whom sayyduna Muhammad [PPBUH] said about (Allah has made the truth on the tongue of Omar and inside his heart). mentioned in the traces. Imam Fakhruddin [AAH] said about him in his Divan:

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Sayyduna Yusuf [PBUH] 2
 
When the expert of the traders group found the well which was covered with camel skin, he stabbed the well with bayonet that he had in his hand. Then he dropped his bucket, so sayydi Yusuf [PBUH] held on to the bucket. The group expert and those who were with him, rejoiced with him and said: we will sell him with a high price. Before that time sayydi Yusuf [PBUH] had said once to himself "I am beautiful, if they sold me, then the price will be highly expensive". So Allah accounted him for that. 
The traders group went to Egypt, they presented Yusuf to the governor of Egypt [Aziz Misr], as they expected that Aziz Misr will give them plenty of money in exchange for this beautiful slave. But Aziz Misr told them "I am not in need of this slave". They kept trying to adorn Yusuf and his attributes to the eyes of Aziz Misr and he kept refusing, until he bought him [sayydi Yusuf PBUH] for the cheapest price.
The wife of Aziz Misr, sayyda Zulaykha [AAH] was very pretty women and was much younger than her husband. Aziz Misr came to his wife with sayydi Yusuf [PBUH] and told her "take care of him, feed him and drink him". 
Years passed, and sayydi Yusuf [PBUH] became increasingly beautiful; year after year, sayyda Zulaykha [AAH] was fascinated with sayydi Yusuf [PBUH]. Whenever sayyda Zulaykha [AAH] tried to get close to sayydi Yusuf [PBUH], he would increase in refusing and her love for him would increase also. The news of the love of sayyda Zulaykha [AAH] to Yusuf [PBUH] was spread among people. The wives of ministers said "the wife of Aziz seduces her slave with herself; she is madly in his love". When Zulaykha [AAH] heard what the wives of ministers were saying about her and about her young slave, she sent for them to come to her place, and many of them came upon her request. Zulaykha [AAH] asked them to sit and brought for them fruits which need peeling with knifes. Before their coming, Zulaykha had asked sayydi Yusuf [PBUH] to take a shower and perfume himself and wear the clothes she prepared to him which was decorated with silk and pearls and told him not to enter the room unto them until she calls him. After she presented the fruits to her guests [wives ministers] and every one held a fruit in her hand with knife in order to peel and cut it, sayyda Zulaykha [AAH] called him [PBUH]. He came unto them, when the wives of ministers saw him, they cut their fingers with the knifes instead of the fruits, and said "Allah forbid, this is not a human being, he is an honorable angel". Then sayyda Zulaykha [AAH] said to them "that is the one for whom you blamed me ".
It was narrated that the total number of the women who were charmed by sayydi Yusuf [PBUH] was forty women and nine of them died as a result of their passion for him. It was also narrated that the ministers' wives said to him [PBUH]: obey you lady in what she is telling you. Sayyda Zulaykha [AAH] said "if he does not obey my order, he will be imprisoned". When sayydi Yusuf [PBUH] realized what they are plotting for him, he said "O, Allah, the prison is better for me than what they are asking".
So it was one time, when sayyda Zulaykha closed the doors on them together [And she verily desired him, and he desired her, had it not been for seeing evidence from his Lord] Yusuf 12:24. They said in some explanations that: she desired him, that is; wanted him, and he desired her, that is: he was inclined to her. And there is a big difference between the inclining and the wanting. As the inclination is the first degree of love and the desire is its last degree. Inclination can be recovered from in a few seconds, but the wanting owns the human being and he cannot escape it or recover from. The evidence of his Lord was that he saw sayydi Yaqoub [PBUH] biting on his thumbs to warn him. Then sayydi Yusuf escaped from her, running to the door and she ran after him trying to catch him. She held his shirt from behind and it was cut. They found Aziz Misr at the door, she said to her husband in this moment [What shall be his reward, who wishes evil to your folk, save prison or a painful doom?] Yusuf 12:25. Aziz Misr looked at sayydi Yusuf [PBUH] and said "she is your mother who brought you up!" sayydi Yusuf [PBUH] said "she seduced me for herself and if you do not believe me, you can ask this child". At that time, the nephew of sayyda Zulaykha [AAH], a one year old baby, was in the room lying on a bed. The Lord, Almighty, made the child talk and said [If his shirt is torn from before, then she speaks truth and he is of the liars ¤ And if his shirt is torn from behind, then she has lied and he is of the truthful] Yusuf 12:26-27. When Aziz  Misr saw the shirt of sayydi Yusuf [PBUH], he looked at sayyda Zulaykha [AAH] and said [Lo! This is of the guile of you women. Lo! The guile of you is great] Yusuf 12:28. Aziz Misr feared from the result of these matters, so he ordered sayydi Yusuf to be imprisoned. 
When sayydi Yusuf [PBUH] entered the prison, he found the waiter and cook of the king. They never left the sitting of sayydi Yusuf [PBUH]. One day, the waiter said to sayydi Yusuf [PBUH]: I saw in my dreams three bowls from gold and inside every one there was bunch of grapes and I found as if I am squeezing out wine from the grapes and give the king to drink time after time. Then the cook said to sayydi Yusuf [PBUH]: I saw in my dreams as if I have three ovens filled with fire and as if I baked bread and put it in a dish on my head and the birds were eating from it. Sayydi Yusuf [PBUH] said to them [O, my two prison mates, As for one of you, he shall pour for his master to drink a wine. As for the other, he will be crucified and the birds will eat from off his head] Yusuf 12:41. When the cook heard that, he said “Lo! I have not seen anything", but as-Seddik [PBUH] said [has been decreed that matter whereof you two do inquire] Yusuf 12:41. Then what sayydi Yusuf [PBUH] said, happened, as the cook was crucified and the birds ate from his head, and the waiter has been set free.
When the waiter was getting out, sayydi Yusuf [PBUH] said to him "mention me to your lord". Allah was jealous of this word, this is the Divine Jealousy, as he resorted to the king and did not resort to Allah. As a result of this matter, he spent in the prison six years as the number of the letters of the Arabic word [mention me]. When the waiter went out from the prison, he forgot what sayydi Yusuf [PBUH] has said to him 
The years of the prison passed year by year, till the relief came for sayydi Yusuf [PBUH], when the king saw a vision that disturbed him and rendered him sleepless. The king saw in his vision that: The Nile River dried out into the land and out of it came seven fat cows. Then seven skinny cows got out of it, and ate the fat cows. Then he saw seven green ears of wheat and seven yellow ears of wheat. Then the seven yellow ears were wrapped on the green ones until it made it dry. The king woke up frightened. He ordered to bring the interpreters. He narrated to them his vision, when the interpreters heard what he narrated, they told him that: this is chimera and we do not know the interpretation of dream visions. The king became angry, so, he ordered to take off their salaries and positions in his divan. The waiter was there during their speech and he remembered what sayydi Yusuf [PBUH] said to him. He came to the king, and kneeled between his hands and said "May my lord the king give me permission to tell him about the one who can explain this vision to him". The king gave him the permission, so the waiter said "in the prison there is a young man, who knows best how to interpret these visions". Then the waiter told the king what happened between him and sayydi Yusuf [PBUH], and what happened afterwards. The king ordered them to go to the prison and tell Yusuf [PBUH] the king's visions … so what happened from sayydi Yusuf [PBUH]?

This way they got away from what their righteous ancestors used to have and what was settled by the Islamic nation for decades and centuries.
The Prophet [PPBUH] said: (People are still in blessing as long as they took their knowledge from their knowledgeable elders. When they start taking from their young unknowledgeable ones then they are doomed). The Prophet [PPBUH] also said: (This religion is knowledge, so be careful who to get from). He [PPBUH] also said: (When the knowledgeable scholars die, people will choose their leaders from unknowledgeable ones. When they ask them, they will answer without knowledge, so they will lead astray and mislead everyone, and there is no strength no power but from Allah).
sayydi Fakhreddin Mohamed Osman [AAH] said:
[If you were asked: What is the book? It is
from what is narrated by the great scholars] (15/47)
All scholars agreed that no one can disparage any word from the Prophet [PPBUH] or judge it as being fabricated or weakly narrated, unless he has an absolute proof from Qur'an or Sunna of the Prophet [PPBUH]. From the start of the first century and up until now, great scholars [AAT] have taken the mission of preserving Turath of our true religion [inherited knowledge from the Prophet, His companions, and our great scholars]. They have been preserving it the same way as the Prophet [PPBUH] wanted them to do. That is how the authentic Hadith, true interpretations, and Historical events from the start of Mohammad' Message till our current day, were preserved and predicated honestly and truthfully. One of the main glorious scholars, with a great resume, is:
 

Imam an-Nasa'y [AAH]
 
An-Nasa'y, the Imam Hafiz, the sheikh of Islam and the critic of Hadith; Abo-Abd-ar-Rahman, Ahmed ibn Shu'aib ibn Ali ibn Sanan Bahr al-Khurasany an-Nasa'y, the possessor of Sunan. He was born at Nasa in 215H. He sought knowledge ever since he was young, so he went to Qutayba in 230H. He stayed with him at Baghlan for a year or more. He listened to tens of narrators and teachers like: Ishaq ibn Rahweya, Hisham ibn Ammar, Mohamed ibn an-Nadar ibn Masawer, Swid ibn Nasr, Isaa ibn Hammad Zughbah, Ahmed ibn Abda ad-Dabi and many others… he even narrated from his companions. He was one of the seas of knowledge with understanding, mastery, insight, criticism of men and good composing. 
He wandered around seeking knowledge in Khurasan, Hejaz, Egypt, Iraq, the Arabian peninsula, ash-Sham and ports. Then he settled in Egypt. The Hafiz scholars traveled to him and there was no one like him in that matter. 
Many people narrated and reported from him, such as: Abo-Beshr ad-Dolabi, Abo-Ga'far at-Tahawy, Abo-Ali an-Neyasabouri, Hamza ibn Mohamed al-Kenany, Abo-Ga'far Ahmed ibn Mohamed ibn Isma'il an-Nahhas the grammarian, Abo-Bakr Mohamed ibn Ahmed ibn al-Haddad ash-Shafie'y, Abdul-Karim ibn Abo-Abd-ar-Rahman an-Nasa'y, al-Hasan ibn al-Khedr al-Asyouti, Abo-Bakr Ahmed ibn Mohamed ibn as-Sunni, Abo-al-Qasem Solaiman ibn Ahmed at-Tabarani, Mohamed ibn Mu'aweyah ibn al-Ahmer al-Andalusi, al-Hasan ibn Rashiq, Mohamed ibn Abdullah ibn Hayawiya, Mohamed ibn Moses al-Ma'mouni, Abyad ibn Mohamed ibn Abyad and many others.
The attributes of his personality and morals:
1-   He loved seeking knowledge and traveling for learning. He went around the countries and settled in Egypt, but its sheikhs were jealous of him, so he went to ar-Rammlah in Palestine.
2-   He used to strive in worshiping. Hafiz Abuel-Husain Mohamed ibn Muzfer said: I heard our sheikhs in Egypt testifying for him and admitting his advancement and his being Imam. They described his striving in worshiping day and night, and his insistence on Hajj and Jihad. Others said that he was so pious and ascetic. He used to fast persistently the best of fasting [the fasting of Dawud], fasting a day and breaking a day. He had four wives and two femaleslaves. He used to give the salves what he gives the free ones. 
3-   He was having a beautiful face with a shining color. He was a dignified sheikh, with a handsome bloody face and a good gray hair. He was so handsome that his face was like a lamp.
4-   It was said about him that he was partial to Imam Ali [AHHF], an-Nasa'y was asked about that and he said that he found the people of ash-Sham deviating from Imam Ali [AHHF], so he wanted to try to rightly guide them. And that was the cause of his martyrdom at the end of his life. The minister ibn Henzabah said: I heard Mohamed ibn Mosa al-Ma'mouni, the companion of an-Nasa'y, saying: I heard people criticizing Abo-Abd-ar-Rahman an-Nasa'y for writing the book of "The Attributes" of Ali [AHHF] and for leaving the classification of the merits of the two sheikhs. So I asked an-Nasa'y about that, and he said "when I came to Damascus, many people were deviated from Ali [AHHF], so I composed the book of "The Attributes" hopping from Allah, Almighty, to guide them". Then he compiled, after that, the graces of the companions. 
5-   Egypt's Judge Aboel-Qasem Abdullah ibn Mohamed ibn Aboel-Awwam as-Sa'di said: Ahmed ibn Sho'aib an-Nasa'y reported to us from Ishaq ibn Rahwaya from Mohamed ibn A'yon, that he said: I said to ibn al-Mubarak that someone -I named him- says: whosoever alleged that the Allah's saying [Indeed I am Allah, there is no God but Me, so worship Me] Taha 20:14, is a creature, is an unbeliever. Then ibn al-Mubarak said: he is right, an-Nasa'y said the same.
6-   Ma'moun al-Masri the narrator said: we went to Tarsous with an-Nasa'y the year of redemption, then a group of Imams met and discussed with each other and they were: Abdullah ibn Ahmed ibn Hanbal, Mohamed ibn Ibrahim Muraba', Aboel-Aazan and Kilagah. They argued about who will they choose from the sheikhs? Then they agreed upon Abo-Abd-ar-Rahman an-Nasa'y and all of them selected him in writting. It was narrated from an-Nasa'y that he said: I stayed with Qutaybah ibn Sa'id for a year and two months. An-Nasa'y was residing at the alley of al-Qanadil in Egypt.
7-   It was said: that an-Nasa'y came to al-Harith ibn Meskin wearing something that al-Harith did not like, a cloak and cap. As al-Hareth was afraid of some matters concerning the sultan, so he feared that an-Nasa'y might be as spy on him, so, he prevented him from attending his lesson. An-Nasa'y, after that, used to come and sit down behind the door listening to the lesson. That is why he never said: al-Harith narrated to us, but he used to say: I listened to al-Hareth ibn Meskin as it was read to him. 
8-   Ibn al-Athir said: Amir asked Abo-Abd-ar-Rahman about his "Sunan": are they all correct? An-Nasa'y said: No. Then Amir said: so write for us the correct from them, then an-Nasa'y freed "al-Mugtana", which is "Sunnan as-Soghra". Hafiz Abo-Ali said: I asked an-Nasa'y: what do you say about Baqeyah? He said "if he said 'someone reported or narrated to us', then he is trusted". Ga'far ibn Mohamed al-Maraghi said: I heard an-Nasa'y saying: Momamed ibn Hamid ar-Razi is a liar.
The knowledgable scholars' praising for him:
Abdul-Wahhab ibn Mohamed Ishaq said: Abo-Abdullah ibn Mandah said: Those who made ascription as to the correct and distinguished the proved from the weak and the wrong from the right, are four: al-Bukhary, Muslim, Abo-Dawud, Abo-Abd-ar-Rahman an-Nasa'y.
Ibn Kather said in his book "the Beginning and the End": Ahmed ibn Ali ibn Shu'aib ibn Ali ibn Sanan ibn Bahr ibn Dinar Abo-Abd-ar-Rahman an-Nasa'y the possessor of the "Sunan", was the Imam of his era and the preceding in his kind, likes and the best ones of his era. He went all over, worked on listening to Hadith, and meeting the skillful Imams and sheikhs from whom he narrated orally. We mentioned them in our book "at-Takmeil" [the completing] and we made his biography too there. Many people narrated from him. He has gathered the "big Sunan" and selected from it what is many times less, in volume. I had the chance to hear both of them. He showed in his compiling: memorizing, mastery, honesty, faith, knowledge and learning.
Ibn Audai said: I heard Mansour, the man of Fiqh, and Ahmed ibn Mohamed ibn Salama at-Tahawy saying "Abo-Abd-ar-Rahman an-Nasa'y is an Imam from the Muslim Imams".
Al-Hakem said "the speech of an-Nasa'y about the Fiqh of Hadith is much, and whosoever looks in his Sunan, would be puzzled by his good words". 
Ibn al-Athir said, in the beginning of "the Collector of the Origins" about Imam an-Nasa'y that he followed ash-Shafei'y, and he had rituals on his doctrine and was a pious truth-seeker man.
Hafiz Abo-Ali an-Neiasabouri said "we have been told that the Imam in Hadith, without debate, is Abo-Abd-ar-Rahman an-Nasa'y".
Hafiz Abo-Taleb Ahmed ibn Nasr said "who can hold what an-Nasa'y can hold? He has Hadith of ibn Luhai'ah from Qutaybah, yet, he never narrated it".
Abuel-Hasan ad-Darqatni said "Abo-Abd-ar-Rahman is preceding to all those mentioned with this knowledge [of Hadith] from his era".
Hafiz ibn Taher said "I asked Saad ibn Ali az-Zangani about a man of Hadith and he trusted him, then I told him that an-Nasa'y has weakened his narration, so he said "O, son, Abo-Abd-ar-Rahman has a condition in men of Hadith that is harder than the condition of al-Bukhary and Muslim".
Hafiz Mohamed ibn al-Muzaffar said "I heard our sheikhs in Egypt describing the strive of an-Nasa'y in worshiping day and night and that he went for redemption with the prince of Egypt, and he described his magnanimity, his performance of the transmitted Sunna in the Muslims' redemption, his refraining from the sittings of the Sultan with whom he went out, and his simplicity in food. He kept on this way until he martyred in Damascus by the dissidents".
Ad-Darqatni said "Abo-Bakr al-Haddad ash-Shafe'y was saying much Hadith, yet he never narrated from anyone other than an-Nasa'y. He said: I am satisfied with him as evidence between me and Allah, Almighty".
At-Tabari said in his "Dictionary": Abo-Abd-ar-Rahman an-Nasa'y, the judge in Egypt, reported to us ... and he mentioned a Hadith.
Abo-Awanah said in his "Sahih": Ahmed ibn Shu'aib an-Nasa'y, the judge of Hams [located in Syria], reported to us ... and he mentioned Hadith.
Abo-Abdullah ibn Mandah narrated from Hamza al-Oqbi al-Masri and others that an-Nasa'y went out from Egypt, at the end of his age, to Damascus and he was asked, there, about the graces of sayydi Mo'awiya. Some of dissidents did not like what he said and they hurt him so badly that he passed away after he was taken to Mecca. Also, it was said that it he was taken to ar-Rammlah [in Palestine].
Ad-Darqatni said: he went out to Hajj, then he was trailed in Damascus and got the martyrdom, then he said: carry me out to Mecca. He was carried out and passed away, there. He is buried between Safa and Marwa. His death was in Sha'ban in 303H. Thus he had been endowed the martyrdom at the end of his life. Abo-Awanah said too: he was the most knowledgeable sheikh of Egypt in his era and the most knowledgeable in Hadith and its men.
His books:
An-Nasa'y left us a group of books, the most important of them are: the book of "Sunan Kubra" in Hadith and this book is what he was famous for, and it was mentioned in the biography of the nobles. And the book of "al-Mugtaba" which is "Sunan Sughra" which is selected from "Sunan Kubra" and is one of the six agreed upon books in Hadith. And "Musnad Ali", and a book full of essences. Also the book of "the doing of the day and night" which is a volume from "Sunan Kubra" in some copies. He also has "The Explanation" in one volume, and "the weak and left ones" about the men of Hadith. As to the book of "the Attributes of Ali" [AHHF], it is also in "Sunan Kubra". He has also other things.
His death:
Abo Sa'id ibn Yunus said in his "History": Abo-Abd-ar-Rahman an-Nasa'y was an Imam and a firm Hafiz. He went out from Egypt in the month of Zu-al-Qe'dah in 302H. and passed away in Palestine on Monday 13 of Safar in 303H. This seems to be the right history. As ibn Younis was a watchful Hafiz, and took from an-Nasa'y and knew him. There was no one, at the top of the 300 years who was more Hafiz than an-Nasa'y. He was more skillful with Hadith, its reasons and men than Muslim, Abo-Dawud and Abo-Isaa. He is in the arena of al-Bukhary and Abo-Zar'a, however he had some bias because of his love to Imam Ali. 
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The Night of Prestige of the Chosen One [PPBUH]
 
the night of prestige or the night of power [in Arabic: Qadr]… and the Prophet, the Chosen One... and Qur’an… these are three conjugates like one… As the Prophet, the Beloved [PPBUH] was a Qur’an walking among people. And the Night of Prestige and Power is the night when the Qur’an was revealed… so what if the pole that everything else revolves around?
We recite Qur’an all year but it is more tasty and loveable in Ramadan… where the strive, self contradiction, charity, Alms giving, Dhikr, worship, and imprisonment of the devils… also the joyful dilation of the bosoms with the opening of the paradise doors and the closing of the hell doors… all of these prepare the hearts and the souls for good receiving… from the mirror of this goodness the good asking appears… especially after the finish of the middle ten days and the coming of the last ten days, where the night of Qadr [prestige and power] comes which is better than a thousand months… where the rusty mirror of the heart has some purity and so it reflects some of the gifted knowledge… 
As someone said: you say the night of prestige… so please tell me… whose prestige?!! Or prestige of what?!! And why is all this cheering for the night while the word “Prestige” indicates that there is a third part in the equation…
In the Arabic dictionary [the Arabic Tongue] it says about the word [Qadr]: 
It is fate and destiny pre-prepared by Allah, Almighty, as He says [We indeed revealed it down in the night of Qadr] i.e. the judgment, as Allah said about it [in it every wise matter is judged]… in the interpretation of Imam ibn Kathir, he said: ibn Abbas and others said (… Allah revealed down Qur'an as a whole from the preserved board to the House of glory in the worldly heaven. Then is was separately detailed, according to the events over 23 year, unto the Messenger of Allah [PPBUH]…). I say: So it was the judgment of Allah and His will to reveal down Qur'an as a whole as explained…
However the verse of al-Forqan gives us Allah's saying [And those who disbelieve say: Why is not the Qur'an revealed to him all at once? thus that We may strengthen your heart therewith, and we recited it an arranged reciting ¤ And no question do they bring to you but We reveal to you the truth and the best explanation] al-Furqan 25:32-33. inb Kathir said: Allah says informing about the much objections of the disbelievers, their stubbornness, and their talk in what of not their concern. As they said [Why is not the Qur'an revealed to him all at once?] i.e. like the other Books of Allah; Torah, Ingeil [Gospel], Zabour [Psalter], and other Devine Books. So Allah answered them saying that was divided and separated over 23 years according to the events with all they need of judgments  to strengthen the heart of the Muslims therewith, as Allah said [a Qur'an which We have divided, in order that you might recite it to men at intervals, and We have revealed it by revelation] al-Isra 17:106. that is why he said [that We may strengthen your heart therewith, and we recited it an arranged reciting]. Qatadah said: and we clarified it clarification. Abd-ar-Rahman ibn Zaid ibn Aslam said: and we explained it explaining.
Sayydi Ahmed ibn Ageeba said in "the Extended Sea": We revealed it down separated in 20 or 23 years to strengthen your heart and your sureness. As each time something from the revelation comes down it strengthen the heart and increases the sureness until it goes to the eye of the sureness and the truth of the sureness. Al-Qushairy said "in his interpretation": because if it was just one time then Gabriel [PBUH] would not repeat his coming down with the message every time. His repeated coming down is more necessary to quieting of the heart of the Prophet [PPBUH], the completion of his soul, and the continuation of his affability. And because Gabriel used to come to him each time with what is required for that time of events and situations. That had more impact as a miracle and was farer away from the accusations for the Qur'an to be from some place else, or by the help of someone else. End of ibn Ageeba's words.
All this confirm that the real intention is honoring the Beloved Muhammad [PPBUH] and being kind to him by his Lord, Almighty… in this context Imam ibn Kathir said: Also in this there was a great care for the honor of the Messenger [PPBUH] as the revelation used to come from Allah with the Qur'an day and night, morning and evening, and in staying and in traveling. Each time the revelation comes to him is like the revealing down of a book for the books before him. So this rank is higher, more honorable, and greater than all his brothers of prophets [PBUT]. As Qur'an is the most honorable Book revealed down by Allah, and Muhammad [PPBUH] is the greatest Prophet sent by Allah. And Allah hs combined both merits for the Qur'an: in the high divine world was revealed down all in one time from the Preserved Board to the House of Glory in the worldly heaven. Then it was revealed down to earth separated, time by time according to the events.
Therefore the Prophet [PPBUH] is the center of the honoring of the bright night of al-Qadr, and he is the pole of the orbit of the beauty of the words of Allah that was revealed from heaven… you know that for sure if you read in the Qur'an [So have We made it easy on your tongue, that with it you may give glad tidings to the righteous, and warnings to bitter enemy people] Maryam 19:97. It is the duty of every Muslim and believer to try to feel the meaning of him [PPBUH] being the secret of the secrets of getting the purpose of the Qur'an which was revealed down in the night of al-Qadr… as a talking of appreciation and as thanks to Allah for his greatest gifts ever, which is his Beloved Muhammad [PPBUH]… as if it was not for him, the closed meanings of Qur'an would have never been opened, and the secrets of its phrases would have never been disclosed… For that we have the right to say: the night of al-Qadr is not but a declaration over the time on the prestige of the Chosen One [PPBUH]. What a great words of he who said:
[and the prestige in him is for every one with prestige if 
         the subjects and the princes are to stop from him] (47/3)
[the judgment in him is for he to whom we raise the complaints 
        as he is the innocent and we are all mistake doers] (47/4)
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Abdullah ibn Mas'oud
 
Before the Prophet [PPBUH] entered the house of 'al-Arqam', Abdullah ibn Mas'oud was already a believer and he was one of the early Muslims, as he was number six to entertain Islam and follow the Messenger [PPBUH]. He said about his first meeting with the Prophet [PPBUH] "I was still a youth, tending the flocks of Uqba ibn Abo-Me'yit, when the Prophet [PPBUH] and Abo-Bakr came to me and said 'O, lad, do you have milk to quench our thirst?' I replied 'They are not mine. I only look after them, and I am no giving you a drink'. The Prophet asked me (Do you have a female sheep that does not produce milk and is not fertilized?) I replied 'yes' and I brought it to them. The Prophet fed it and wiped its udder, while Abo-Bakr got him a concaved rock where the Prophet milked it. Abo-Bakr drank from it and I did too. Then he said to the udder (shrink!) and it shrank. Then, I asked the Prophet to teach me what he said and he replied (You are an educated young man)". Abdullah ibn Mas'oud was astonished, when he saw the good servant and honest Messenger of Allah praying his Lord and wiping the udder of a sheep that never produced milk yet. Then it produced, from Allah gifts, pure tasty milk readily available. He did not realize that day that he was only witnessing the least miracle and that he will witness later with the Prophet [PPBUH] miracles that shakes the world and illuminates it. He did not realize either that he, the weak poor young shepherd sheepherder, will be one of those miracles, when Islam creates out of him a believer whose belief exceeds the arrogance of Quraysh and defeats the its mighty leaders. Before, he couldn't pass by a sitting that had one of the nobles of Mecca without his head bowed. After his Islam, he goes to the gathering of the nobles of Mecca in by the Ka'ba and raises his beautiful voice with Qur'an; [In the name of Allah, the Gracious, the Merciful ¤ It is the Gracious ¤ Who has taught the Qur’an ¤ He has created man ¤ He has taught him plain speech ¤ The sun and the moon run according to a fixed reckoning ¤ And the stars and the trees prostrate] ar-Rahman 55:1-6. He continues reciting Qur'an, while the nobles of Quraysh are in shock, unable to believe their eyes and ears; that such a poor shepherd, who works for one of their nobles, is actually defying their power and pride. 
Let's describe such an exciting scene as seen by an eye witness; az-Zubair said: Abdullah ibn Mas'oud [AAH] was the first one, after the Prophet [PPBUH], to publically recite Qur'an in Mecca. One day, the companions of the Prophet [PPBUH] gathered and said "Qurish has never heard Qur'an recited publically. Who can do this for us?" Abdullah ibn Mas'oud replied "I can". They replied "We are worried for you. We want someone who has a powerful family that protects him in the case Quraysh wants to harm him". He replied "Let me do it! Allah will protect me". The next morning, Abdullah headed to the Holy Mosque, where Quraysh is gathered in their clubs, and started reciting in a loud voice [In the name of Allah, the Gracious, the Merciful ¤ It is the Gracious ¤ Who has taught the Qur’an]. Then he turned to them while reciting. People of Quraysh wondered "what is the son of Om-Abd -his mother- saying? He must be saying some of what Mohammad has brought". They started beating him in his face, while he continued reciting. When he was done, he went back to his friends with blood all over his face and body. When they saw him, they told him that they had warned him. He replied "I no longer fear those enemies of Allah. If you like, I can repeat this tomorrow". They said "That's enough. You made them hear what they dislike". 
Ibn Mas'oud didn't know, when he admired the miracle of the milk coming out of the sheep that never produced milk, that he and poor people like him will be one of the great miracles of the Messenger [PPBUH] when they carry the flag of Allah, with which they will defeat the Sun and the morning light. He didn't know either that this day is coming very soon. However, the day came, when he, the hired poor young man, became one of the miracles. He wasn't that kind of people to whom eyes can be attracted in the middle of the busy life. He had no place among those people who were rich, prestigious or physically strong. He was poor, unknown and physically weak and slim. Islam, however, gave him, in place of his poorness, a big share of the treasures of Kisra and Kaiser, in place of his physical weakness and bony body, a determination that defeats the mighty and changes the track of history, and in the place of his being unknown, an eternity, knowledge and an honor which made him in the front of the history celebrities. 
The prophecy of the Prophet has been fulfilled, when he said to him (you are an educated young man), as he was taught by Allah to become one of the most knowledgeable in the nation and the leader of all Qur'an keepers. He said that he heard 70 Sura from the mouth of the Prophet [PPBUH], and no one can compete with me about that. As if Allah wanted to reward him for risking his life when he recited Qur'an publically in Mecca during the years of torture and persecution, so Allah gave him the gift of the great performance when reciting Qur'an and of the deep understanding of its meanings. The Prophet used to ask his companions to follow the example of ibn Mas'oud, as he said (hold on to the covenant of ibn Om-Abd). He used to ask them to imitate him in his recitation of Qur'an, as he said (Whoever likes to read Qur'an the way it was revealed, should read it the same way as ibn Om-Abd). The Prophet [PPBUH] enjoyed listening to Qur'an recited by ibn Mas'oud. One day, the Prophet invited him over and asked him to recite Qur'an. Abdullah replied "How can I read it to you, when you are the one to whom it was revealed?!" The Prophet replied (I love to hear it from someone else). Ibn Mas'oud started reciting the Sura of [al-Nisa']. When he reached the verse; [But how will it be when We bring a witness from every nation, and bring you as a witness against these? ¤ On that day those who disbelieved and disobeyed the Messenger will wish that they were level with the ground, and they cannot conceal any utterance from Allah], the Prophet was overwhelmed with crying and his eyes were filled with tears. He waved to ibn Mas'oud with his hand and said (That's enough, that is enough, ibn Mas'oud).
Abdullah ibn Mas'oud said about Allah's favor to him "By Allah, there is no Qur'anic verse revealed unless I know in what incident it was revealed. No one knows the Book of Allah better than I do. And if I know that someone knows the Book of Allah better than me, I will go to him even if he is very far away. However, this doesn't mean that I am better than you".
The companions of the Prophet [PPBUH] gave him the credit for this, as the prince of the believers, Omar ibn al-khatab said "He was filled with Fiqh [Shari'a knowledge]". Abo-Mosa al-Ash'ary said "Don't ask us any question as long as such man of Fiqh is among you" (he meant ibn Mas'oud). He was not given the credit for his Qur'anic knowledge only but for his piety as well. Huzaifa ibn al-Yaman said about him "I have not seen someone who resembles the Messenger of Allah in his guidance, attraction, and character like ibn Mas'oud". The companions of the Prophet [PPBUH] knew that he was the closest to Allah, as one day, some of them gathered by Ali ibn Abi-Taleb and said to him "O, prince of believers! We have never seen a man, better in his morals, better in his teaching, better in his meeting or more pious than ibn Mas'oud". Ali replied "By Allah, are you honest to heart about this?" They replied "Yes". He said "O, Allah, witness that I say like what they said or even better". Tamim ibn Huzam said "I sat with the companions of the Prophet [PPBUH], Abo-Bakr and Omar, and I did not see anyone like ibn Mas'oud, in his asceticism in the worldly life and in his love for the hereafter. And no one I would like to be in his skin more than ibn Mas'oud". He read Qur'an, did what is permitted in it and prohibited what is prohibited in it. He was knowledgeable of Fiqh and Sunna. The companions of the Messenger of Allah [PPBUH] talked about Abdullah ibn Mas'oud and said "He used to get permission when we got detained, and witness when we were absent", they meant that he had chances with the Prophet [PPBUH] that no one else had. He used to enter the house of the Prophet and sit with him more than anyone else. He to have intimate talk with the Prophet [PPBUH] and listen to his secrets, so that he was called "the one with the secret". Abo-Mosa al-Ash'ary said "I have seen the Prophet [PPBUH] with no one but ibn Mas'oud from his family". That was because the Beloved [PPBUH] used to love him very much, and loved his piety, his intelligence, and his great soul. The Prophet [PPBUH] said (If I was to give command to anyone without the counseling of the Muslims, I would have given it to ibn Om-Abd). And we have seen before his Hadith [PPBUH] (hold on to the covenant of ibn Om-Abd). This love and trust qualified him to be very close to the Messenger of Allah [PPBUH] and to be given what no one else had when the Messenger [PPBUH] told him (I give you permission to raise the veil). This was permission for him to knock the door of the Prophet [PPBUH] any time, day or night. That is how the companions said about him "He used to get permission when we got detained, and witness when we were absent".
Ibn Mas'oud was really qualified for this merit, as in spite of the fact that being close that much would entitle him to lose his reservation, however it only increased his respect, humility, and politeness. Maybe what can show this in a very clear way is what happened after the passing away of the Prophet [PPBUH], as in spite of the fact that he rarely talked about the Messenger [PPBUH], we find him strongly trembles and becomes restless and worried whenever he just moves his lips to say "I heard the Messenger of Allah saying". And that is because he was afraid to forget and places a letter in the place of another. Lets hear his brothers in Allah describe this phenomenon: Amro ibn Maymoun said "I used to visit Abdullah ibn Mas'oud for a year. I never heard him talk about the Messenger of Allah [PPBUH]. Except that one time he was talking and said 'the Messenger of Allah said', and then he became very troubled until he sweated from his forehead. Then he followed his talk with words like 'what he said was close to that' or 'he said something like that'." Alqama ibn Qays says "Abdullah ibn Mas'oud used to talk every Thursday, yet I never heard him say 'the Messenger of Allah said', except once. But then I looked at him while he was leaning on a stick, and I saw the stick trembling and shacking". Masrouq narrated from Abdullah "ibn Mas'oud was talking once and said 'I heard the Messenger of Allah [PPBUH]' and then he trembled and his cloth trembled. Then he said 'or something close to this, or like this'." To this great extent he respected and reverenced the Messenger of Allah [PPBUH]. This was an evidence on his piety as this man, who lived with the Messenger of Allah [PPBUH] more than others, deeply realized the majesty of this great Messenger. That is why his politeness with the Messenger [PPBUH], during his life and after his passing away, was unique. 
He did not leave the Messenger of Allah [PPBUH] in his travel or stay. He witnessed all the events, and had a famous situation on the day of Badr with Abo-Gahl who was harvested by the swords of the Muslims on that great day. The caliphs of the Messenger of Allah and his companions knew his esteem. The prince of believers, Omar, gave him the custody of the house of money in the city of Kufa, and said to its people when he sent him to them "I swear by Allah, the one and only God, that I favored you with him on myself. So take from him and learn".
The people of Kufa loved him a great love, that no one before him got. And the gathering of the people of Kufa on loving someone is something like a miracle. As they are people of rebellions and revolutions. They cannot even stay on one food or tolerate peace and quietness. They loved him so much that, when the caliph Osman [AAH] resigned him from Kufa, they said to him "stay with us and we will stop anything bad from coming to you". But ibn Mas'oud answered them with words that show how great he was, he said "He has the right of obedience on me. And their will be matters and trails, and I do not want to be the first to open its doors". This pious and great stand from the caliph Osman can describe the whole relation with him. As Abdullah had arguments and disputes with Osman, until Osman stopped his salary and pension from the house of money, however Abdullah never said one bad word about Osman [AAH], rather he stood for him defending and warning when he saw the grouching against him tyrned into revolution. And when he heard the trails to kill him, he said his famous words "If they kill him, they will not replace him with someone like him". Some of ibn Mas'oud's friends said "I have never heard ibn Mas'oud say any bad thing about Osman". 
Allah gave ibn Mas'oud wisdom as gave him piety. He had the ability to see the depth of the matters, and expresses it eloquently and rightly. So when he concisely talked about the great life of Omar, he amazingly focused that and said "His Islam was a conquest, his immigration was a victory, and his ruler time was a mercy". When he talked about what we call today the time relativity, he says "Your Lord has no night or day, the light of heaven and earth is from the light of his face". When he talks about work and its importance in raising the moral level, he says "I hate a man when I see him not working any work of the worldly life or of the hereafter".
From his comprehensive words "the best richness is that of the self. The best provision is the piety. The worst blindness is that of the heart. The greatest sin is lying. The worst gain is usury. The worst eating is the money of the orphan, and whoever Allah forgives and spares". This is Abdullah ibn Mas'oud the companion of the Messenger of Allah [PPBUH], and this is just a glimmer of a great heroic life, which was lived for the sake of Allah, His Messenger, and His religion. This man who was tiny in body like a sparrow with very thin legs, one day climbed a tree to some Arak for the Messenger of Allah [PPBUH], and the companions saw his legs and laughed. So the Prophet [PPBUH] said (Are you laughing from the legs of ibn Mas'oud? They are heavier for Allah than the mountain of Uhud). Yes, that poor hired man, the weak and thin one, from whom the belief and trust in Allah, made an Imam for the goodness, guidance, and light. He was granted from the success and grace of Allah what made him one of the ten most favored companions of the Messenger of Allah [PPBUH], the ones who were given the good tiding of paradise while they were still on earth. He fought the with the Messenger of Allah [PPBUH] the hard and wining battles, and with his caliphs after him. He witnessed the greatest empires of his time open their door for the flags of Islam with obedience and submission. He saw the jobs looking for Muslims to occupy and the money thrown within their hand, but that did not take him away from his covenant with Allah and his Messenger. Nothing could drive him away from piety, humbleness, and way of life. He had no wishes from life except one wish, which he used to talk about and say "I woke up during the night while I was with the Prophet [PPBUH] in the conquest of Tabowk. Then I saw a fire in a side of the camp, so I followed it. There were the Messenger of Allah, Abo-Bakr, and Omar. And there was Abdullah Zuel-Begadine al-Mazny dead. They had dug a grave for him. The Messenger of Allah was in his hole, and Abo-Bakr and Omar were lowering the body to him. The Messenger of Allah was saying (Get you brother closer to me). They lowered the body to him. Then when he prepared him for the burial, he said (O, Allah! I am pleased with him so accept him). I wish that hole was mine". That was his only wish from the whole world, not money or prestige as most people want. That was the wish of a big hearted man, with a great soul and trust in Allah. A man guided by Allah, raised by the Messenger, and led by Qur'an.
From his words "the holder of Qur'an should be known by his night while people are sleeping, by his day while people are eating, by his sadness while people are joyful, by his weeping while people are laughing, by his silence while people are clamoring, and by his submission while people are proud. A holder of Qur'an should be crying, sad, tolerant, wise, and silent. He should not be rude, heedless, clamorous, shouting, or quick-tempered". "as long as you are praying, you are knocking the door of the king, and whoever knocks the door of the king, it will be opened for him". "The hearts have times of desire and coming, and have times of weakening and leaving. So grape the chance of its desire and coming, and leave it when it is weak and leaving".
May Allah accept you, and all the companions and followers. O, Allah, with goodness and blessing to the Day of Judgment and let us all be with them and the people of our chain and the pure people of the House and their grandfather Taha, the Beloved, Amen.

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The Collective Goodness
 
Hafez ibn Kathir described the following speech of Imam Ali [AHHF] as “It is an eloquent speech, which collected the goodness and prohibited the evil”. Imam Ali ibn Abo-Talib [AHHF] once gave this speech:
Praise is to Allah, the creator of the truth, the separator of morning from darkness, who spreads the dead and revives them from the graves.
I testify that there is no God but Allah, and I testify that Mohammad is his servant and messenger. I advise you to fear Allah, as the best entreating of the servant is: faith, jihad for Allah’s sake, and the word of fidelity. That is the instinct. Raising the prayers is the religion. Alms giving ‘Zakah’, is an obligation by Him Almighty. Fasting Ramadan is like a protection from His torture. Hajj [Pilgrimage] to the House of Allah eliminates poverty and refutes sins. Relating kindly to the family enriches the money, increases the age, and brings love among the folks. 
Secret charity expiates sins and puts out the anger of Lord. Making good deeds prevents bad death and protects from terrible endings. Overdo the Dhikr of Allah, as it is the best Dhikr. Wish for what the pious were promised, as the promise of Allah is the most trusted of all promises. Follow the guidance of your Prophet [PPBUH], as it is the best guidance. Follow his [PPBUH] Sunna, as it is the best Sunna. Learn the Book of Allah, as it is the best talk. Be knowledgeable of your religion, as it is the spring of all hearts. Find the cure in the light of Qur’an, as it heals the hearts. Recite it carefully as it has the best stories. When Qur’an is being recited to you, listen carefully so that you may get mercy. If you were guided to its knowledge then apply what you learnt to your actions so that you may be rightly guided. Since the knowledgeable who does not apply his knowledge to his work, is like an wrongful ignorant who refuses to correct his ignorance, rather I see that the evidence is greater and the grief is more continuous for that knowledgeable man than a confused ignorant, while both of them are mislead and perishable.
Don’t be skeptic so that you would become doubtful. Do not become doubtful so that you would disbelieve. Don’t give yourself permissions so that you would become blinded from the truth. Do not argue about the truth so that you would lose. Indeed it is intelligent to be confident, and from the confidence is not being self-conceited. The more you advise yourselves, the more you will obey your Lord. The more you cheat yourselves, the more you will disobey your Lord.
Whosoever obeys Allah will be secured and expect the best. But whosoever disobeys Allah will have fear and regret. Ask Allah the sureness and seek Him, Almighty while you are in good health. The best thing to stay in the heart is sureness. Taking yourselves with the hardships is the best. The invented matters are the worst. Every new matter is invented, and whoever makes it up is an inventor, and whoever invents loses something, and no makes an invention unless he leaves a Sunna. The oppressed is the one whose religion is oppressed, and the oppressing is he who lost himself. Hypocrisy is from the disbelief, and sincerity is from the work and faith. Heedless gatherings make one forget Qur’an, are attended by Satan, and invite people to the evil. 
Sitting with women diverts the hearts, draws the sights to them, and is the traps of Satan. Be honest to Allah, because Allah is with the honest ones. Avoid lying, because lying is against faith. Honesty with the honor leads to safety and dignity, but lying with the honor leads to perishing and destruction.
Say the truth, so you would be known by it, do the truth so that you would be from its people. Be trustworthy when given something to deliver. Reconnect with those family members who detached from you. Be kind and give those who deprived you.
If you make a promise then keep it. And if you judge then be fair. Do not boast about your ancestors. Do not call each other names. Do not make jokes on each other. Do not upset each others. Help the weak, the oppressed, the indebted who can not repay, the wayfarer, those who ask for help, and those salves how need to be freed. Have mercy on the widow and the orphan. Spread peace. Greet back who greets you with the same or a better greeting [and help one another unto righteousness and pious duty. Help not one another unto sin and transgression, and fear Allah. Lo! Allah is severe in punishment] Al-Ma'ida 5:2. Be hospitable to the guest, be good to the neighbor, visit the sick, follow the funeral, and be brothers for the sake of Allah.
Afterwards, life has left and is about to end, and the hereafter is soon coming and has showed up. The track is today and tomorrow is the race, while the winning is paradise and the losing is hell. You are in the days of slowness and the moment of death is coming after it, derived by hurrying. So whosoever worked for the sake of Allah sincerely in his days of slowness before the presence of his death, then he has won good work and got his hopes, and whosoever fell behind, then he has lost his work and his hopes and was harmed by his hopes. So work in hope and in fear, and if you get a hope, thank Allah and add to it a fear, and if you get a fear, do Dhikr of Allah and add to it a hope. As Allah has take Muslims with goodness, and whoever thanks, gets more. I have never seen something like paradise for which the seeker slept, or like hell for which the escaper slept. I have never seen a gainer of anything like a gain for judgment day, where provisions are accumulated, selves are worn out, and sins are collected. Whoever does not benefit from the truth, will be harmed by the falsehood. Whoever is not straightened by the guidance, will be dragged by the straying. Whoever does not benefit from the sureness will be harmed by the doubt. Whoever is not able to benefit from what is present, will be more unable to benefit from what is absent. You have been ordered to travel (to Allah) and shown the provisions. I fear for two thing more than any other: Long hope and following the objectivity. As long hope makes you forget the hereafter, and following objectivity derives away from the truth. The worldly life is travelling going, and the hereafter is traveling coming, and they have children, so be from the children of the hereafter if you can, and not from the children of the worldly life. As today work with not judgment and tomorrow judgment with no work.

To whom should I go?
 
We met suddenly after a long absence. As I remember the last time we talked together, when he was provoked by my question: What would you do? As I listen to many of the sheikhs and scholars with their names preceded with the word "Islamic herald". And everyone gives evidence for his words with Qur'anic verses and Prophetic Hadith. Yet if you take the words of one of them, it will contradict with the other… So, is it possible that this is our religion?
That is why I was very happy when I finally found him. So I held his hand tightly while shaking it to prevent him from escaping. And I hurried up, even before he could answer my Salam, saying: the last time you left me and walked away. But today I will not let you go unless you relief my heart, as I became tired, and I do not know who is right and who s wrong, heralds everywhere. He answered: between you and me, I am tired too, from talking to you and wasting the time for you and me trying to answer a continuous flow of questions, the last one of it was "what would you do if you were in my shoes?" You seem like someone who is standing in the middle of the way, and he do not want to move, and the has people on both sides. Each are different, and you are wait for anyone to pass by you to ask him: what do I do? To whom should I go? to those? Or to the others? You do not want to think straight or even think at all. In plain language you do not want to take any decision. You want someone to take it for you, in order for you to make him responsible…
Is not that right? Every time you say: I heard them saying so and so, and you are saying so and so… I interrupted him: Ok, just tell me this time and I promise you that I will take decision. And next time I will tell you my decision. I will not ask again the questions that upsets you… Ok. Now tell me about the heralds and if they are derivers or not. He looked at me for a while an then said: Ok… what I know from the heralds… is just one herald, who is not mentioned in you list of heralds. But he is mentioned in the Book of Allah. Allah, almighty, says, in the verses 45 and 46 of al-Ahzab Sura [O Prophet! surely We have sent you as a Witness, a Bearer of Glad Tidings, and Warner ¤ And as one inviting to Allah by His permission, and as a light-giving torch]… this talk is about whom? Of course the Prophet; the Master of the messengers; sayyduna Muhammad [PPBUH]. It means that our Lord says: O Prophet! I am sending you as a herald to invite to Allah by his permission, i.e. when he invites to Allah it was not by his own thinking but by permission…
Do you understand this?... in spite of Allah’s saying that the invitation to Allah has to be with his permission, they do not give it any thought. Can you tell me who gave them the permission? I said: They depend on the verse 108 of the Yusuf Sura which says [Say: This is my way: I call unto Allah, I and those who follow me being with insight, and glory be to Allah, and I am not one of the polytheists]. So, he answered: first we need to understand the meaning of “insight” and the meaning of “who follow me”… what did the respectful people say about this… they said: a servant of Allah is not legible to be a herald inviting to Allah, unless he has an insight from his Lord, so that there will be no imitations, no doubts, and no elusion. What does that mean?... 
This means that he will not go talk to people imitating someone, whatever this imitation’s kind: praised or dispraised. i.e. one who is natural, and does not say anything that he himself doubts, or according to his subjectivity he thinks it is right… They said about “insight”: it is the sureness that has not doubt, and the clearness that has no suspicion. They also said: the one with “insight” will be kindly supported with success publicly, and shown the realization secretly. As for the “follow”: Allah says in the verse 31 of Aal-Emran Sura [Say: If you love Allah, then follow me, Allah will love you and forgive you your sins, and Allah is Oft-Forgiving, Most Merciful]. They said about this verse: If you love Allah as you allege you do, then follow me in my sayings, my doings, and my states, then Allah will love you, i.e. accept you, forgive your sins, and wipe off your defects. Then the veil will be raised off your hearts and you will get close to Allah, and Allah is Forgiving, Merciful for whoever becomes liable to His love by obeying Him and following His Messenger.
They say that when this verse was revealed, Abdullah ibn Obaiy said to his friends: Muhammad is making his obeying like the obeying of Allah, and he is commanding us to love him as the Christians loved Jesus [Esaa]. Then the verse 32 of Aal-Emran Sura was revealed [Say: Obey Allah and the Messenger; but if they turn back, then surely Allah does not love the unbelievers]. See how Allah made the obeying of Sayyduna the Messenger of Allah [PPBUH], like His own Obeying. Not just this, but He also said that whoever turns away from the obeying of the Messenger, will be the same as the disbeliever… rather harder than that, he becomes a plain disbeliever… Sayyduna, the Prophet, [PPBUH] said (he, who obeys me, has in fact obeyed Allah. And he, who obeys the Imam, has in fact obeyed me. And he, who disobeys me, has in fact disobeyed Allah. And he, who disobeys the Imam, has in fact disobeyed me). So, what do you think about that? I said: what do you mean? He said: It means that weather you like it or not, you or anyone else,

Allah is one, so look for the one, and if you are sincere in your search you will find him, other wise you will miss him… then he left me in a hurry saying:
[Do not you see them, O my seeker, in their fickleness? 
    as if they are guided and everyone else is disobeying me]
He left me repeating: To whom should I go?... but then I remembered my promise to him, and I stopped.
