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The Trueness of my Promise
[the emissaries talk about the trueness of my promise
                                                             and woe, ten verses, in tens]  31/1
In the first verse of qasida 31 of Sharab al-Wasl divan by Imam Fakhreddin [AAH]. He is telling us through the light of the name the Guider, as he was sent to revive the religion of this nation, to represent the Truth Almighty, to be as caliph for the Chosen One [PPBUH] in out time. In the Hadith of Abo-Huraira [AAH]; the Messenger [PPBUH] said (Allah, Almighty, sends to this nation on the top of each hundred years someone to revive its religion). Al-Bayhaqy, as-Seyouti, al-Hakim on the condition of the two Sahihs, and Abo-Dawoud [AAT]. And that is our belief in Imam Fakhreddin [AAH]. He says in his guaranteed method, which contains a reviving that pleases Allah and His Messenger and raises the esteem of this nation:
 [the emissaries talk about the trueness of my promise]
The emissaries: were clarified by Imam Fakhreddin in the ninth verse of the qasida 29, when he talked about his qasidas:
[and they are the emissaries with every goodness
        and this wind of caliph is from its Rokha (name of good wind)] 29/9
These qasidas were sent as emissaries with every goodness of aphorisms, advices, guidance, methods, and a way to Allah -getting close. Look at the saying of the righteous servant of Allah, al-Khidr, in Surat al-Kahf [and I did it not upon my own command]  al-Kahf 18:82. as all he did is upon the command of Allah. and Allah's saying [And they say: The Beneficent has taken unto Himself a son. Be He Glorified! Nay, but are honored slaves ¤ they speak not until He has spoken, and they act by His command]  al-Anbeia 26-27. Look at the interpretation of ibn Ajeeba for this verse where he says: the secrets of the High Self is exalted from having a female companion or a son… so those inhabitants of the upper world are honored and exulted of the impurity of the sense. They are immersed in the passion of closeness and intimacy. The inhabitants of the lower world are different: those who have their minds overcome their lust, their meanings overcome their senses, and their souls overcome their bodies, then they would be like the angels or better. But those who have their lust overcome their minds, their senses overcome their meanings, and their bodies overcome their souls, then they would by like the animals or worse. Whoever joined the upper world of the closer saints, he will be covered by the same praise that Allah praised them with, as He said [They praise Him night and day, and they never flag] al-Anbiya 21:20.  and His saying [they speak not until He has spoken] as to arrange something with Him before His arrangement appears, and they work only in His obedience.  End of ibn Ajeeba words.
This is how the righteous servants are in the worldly life and in the hereafter. So if they appear to us in the worldly life representing the Truth, Almighty, then why do we deny them and abstain from following them, while this is the custom of Allah with His creation, if he wants to talk to someone, He talks to him from behind veil [And it was not to any human that Allah should speak to him unless by revelation or from behind a veil, or He sends a messenger to reveal what He will by His leave. Lo! He is Exalted, Wise]  ash-Shwora 42:51. from the examples of what we said is when Sd. Omar ascended the pulpit and during his speech he said "O, Saria, the mountain" i.e. stick to the mountain, and Saria and his army heard him from a distance of months travel. When the companions asked Sd. Omar about this, he said: it some words, Allah ran on my tongue.
Back to the words of Imam Fakhreddin as he says:
[the emissaries talk about the trueness of my promise]
The emissaries here are his words, qasidas, advices, guidance, and what he told about the Truth, Almighty. If all messengers and prophets were denied before him then no wonder that he who was sent to revive the religion in our time, would be denied. We would like to mention here something very important: first: we did not say anything except supported with a verse or Hadith. Second: He who sent those messengers and prophets [PBUT] is Allah, Almighty, and He who sent this reviver [AAH] is Allah, Almighty, also. Third: whoever denied those prophets and messengers, is denying someone sent by Allah, and also whoever denied a reviver, is denying someone sent by Allah, and whoever denies a saint is denying the words of Allah, Almighty.
Forth: who of us looked for this Imam reviver of the religion in our time, as per the Hadith mentioned above? Is not it necessary to look for this sent reviver to unify the gathering of the separated groups of Muslims, who are accusing each other of disbelief? Or do many of us think that this reviver was sent out of luxury? Or do many of us do not care about this honorable prophetic Hadith? or are many of us satisfied with how it is now; of meanings and Fatwa in religion that do not nourish or save from hunger? Or many of us are satisfied with ignorance? As the people of denial have invaded what the righteous ancestors said of meanings and so they went far away of what the Lord wanted from us, so do we have a shelter to go to? Is there a saving arc driven by a clever captain to take us through the strong high arrogant waves of ignorance and guide us to the shore of safety, until we come to rest upon al-Judi?
 And if you say "I have a mind and I can think with it and… and…" I tell you before you think alone, think with me about; for example: Sd. Noah started making an ark in the dessert, and when he was asked about it he said that is going to sail with it and save whoever ride with him from drowning! Of course only 13 or 17 people believed him, so were they excused? Of course not. Also I want to draw your attention to something, which is: the thing that you are required to believe in, has to be hard to believe if you only think of it with your mind, or else what would be the need for believing. I mean if I get you a car and asked you: do you believe that this is a car? It would be meaningless. Also look at what Allah said to the mother of Musa in order to save him for her [Throw him into the ark, and throw it into the river, then the river shall throw it on to the bank, and there an enemy to Me and an enemy to him shall take him] Ta-Ha 20:39. also look at what al-Khidr did with Musa [PBUT]! He punches a hole in the ship that belonged to some poor people who did nothing except carrying them in their ship to the other bank without pay after being refused by more than one other ship because they did not have money to pay for the crossing.
 Look at Shari'a: in Tayamom you wipe the upper surface of your slipper and not its lower surface, and the mind would think that the lower surface deserves more to be wiped as it is the surface we step on. And look at you washing all your body from the sperm but you only wash the genital parts from peeing, in spite of the fact that sperm is pure and pee is foul. However, we are not telling you to cancel your mind but we tell you to use your heart and not discard it, and before you use it you need to clean it or else it would not guide you to anything good.
For what we mentioned and the fact that most of the people of earth are blocking the way of Allah, Imam Fakhreddin [AAH] is telling us that he is truthful about what he has promised us of in his guaranteed method "Sharab al-Wasl", and because he is telling us a message from Allah, he warned us and said:  and woe, ten verses, in tens. Here we start as: Imam Fakhreddin is not separated from his words. As he and his method are one thing or two faces for one coin. We go back to Qur'an to read [By the emissaries, one after another] al-Murslat 77:1. Then we look at the interpretations:
The apparent: they say it is the angels and the verse is swearing with them. 
The intrinsic: Imam Tasatury [AAH] said: i.e. the angels who were sent with the goodness of His command. The intrinsic meaning: is the souls of the believers sending inspiration in agreement with the Qur'an and Sunna.  End of Imam Tasatury's words. It means an oath from Allah with the souls of the believers that sends inspiration in agreement with the Qur'an and Sunna. Imam Baydawi [AAH] said: I swear by the complete souls sent to the bodies to complete it.  End of Imam Baydawi's words.
Imam ibn Ajeeba [AAH] said: He swears with the souls of the knowledgeable ones sent to every era with all that is known and good of Shari'a and nature, like the purification from the vices and the moralization with the virtues. End of Imam ibn Ajeeba's words. As if Imam Fakhreddin [AAH] was saying: the Sura of al-Murslat, that Allah swore in with the  emissaries who are the perfect knowledgeable saints, and I am one of them, talked about what we came with and how it is the truth and how we are truthful in our promise, and that Allah confirmed our truthfulness and said in the seventh verse of the same Sura [Behold, all that you are promised will surely come to happen]. And if you say that promised here is referring to Qur'an, I will ask you one question: then why are Muslims differing and accusing each other with disbelief? What counts is the meanings that Allah clarified in the chests of those to whom he gave the knowledge; i.e. what you are promised on their tongues. In the Surs of az-Zaryat, in the interpretation of ibn Ajeeba, he says: [and those that carry the burden] az-Zaryat 51:2, the purified souls carrying the knowledge, wisdom, and gifts. [And those who distribute by command] az-Zaryat 51:4, those souls and completed secrets, that distribute the moral and physical provisions. Where Allah gave them that with His favor when they were completed. These are the souls of the people of disposal of saints. So what your are promised of reaching to us is true for whoever was truthful seeking it. And it is true that the reward for striving is witnessing. Imam Qushairy said: Allah, Almighty, promised the obedient ones with paradise, the repentant ones with love, the saints with closeness, the knowledgeable ones with connection, and the seekers with finding. Maybe He meant by the saints, all the righteous ones. He interpreted az-Zaryat as the winds of the Godly gifted inspirations that come to the hearts to diminish the sickness, doubts, delusions, and the stray thoughts from it. As it comes from the presence of the Subduer and it meats nothing unless it drives it away.  End of Imam ibn Qushairy's words. For all of that he said:  and woe, ten verses, in tens.
 The half verse is composed of 15 Arabic letters to take us to the 15th verse of this Sura in Qur'an, which is the first of these warning ten verses, and which was repeated in the Sura in letters but not in meaning [Woe unto the repudiators on that day!] al-Murslat 77:15. Woe here [Wayl] is referring to a valley in hell, promised for the repudiator. And ten verses because it was mentioned ten time in the Sura, and  in tens means gathered. As if he is saying: that he is warning with all the ten verses together, as each kind of repudiator or denier has different Woe, which negate the repletion. And Allah is the All-Knower.
 So Woe, all Woe is for the deniers not for the liars, may Allah save us from these and those and makes us believers and truthful. Amen.
 And to the next issue, ISA, and may peace be upon you and Allah's mercy and blessings. Prayers and peace of Allah be upon sayyduna Muhammad, his family, and companions.

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Sd.  Om-Kulthoum [AAH]
The Star of Islam
Her Birth [AAH]:
Om-Kulthoum was born in Mecca before the Message of the Prophet [PPBUH]. She was raised on the virtues and the high moral standards. Her father is the Truthful, Honest, the Messenger of Allah [PPBUH] and her mother is the pure Khadija, the mother of believers [AAH] the best woman and the holder of the high rank and the great virtue. She was born after Sd. Roqaiya, and embraced Islam with her mother Khadija and her sisters. This is Sd. Om-Kulthoum whom is called by some preachers as: the star of Islam.
Her Islam [AAH]:
Om-Kulthoum [AAH] embraced Islam with the people of the house of the Prophet [PPBUH] with her mother Khadija [AAH] and all her sisters.
Her Marriage [AAH]:
When Om-Kulthoum [AAH] and her sister Roqaiya [AAH] were ready for marriage, Abo-Talib engaged them to the sons of his bother, Abdel-Ozza [Abo-Lahab]: Otba and Otiba. The Messenger of Allah [PPBUH] accepted because of how he respected Abo-Talib and because they were his cousins. Om-Kulthoum was engaged to Otiba.
Her Divorce [AAH]:
As soon as the Messenger of Allah [PPBUH] received the Message of his Lord, Almighty, and started calling for the true religion, Quraish started its war against him [PPBUH]. The masters of Quraish gathered and said: You have saved Muhammad the worries, so give him back his daughters to make him busy with them.
The masters of Quraish went to the three husbands of the daughters of the Messenger of Allah [PPBUH], and told them one by one: leave your wife, and we would marry you whoever woman of Quraish you choose. Aboel-Ass [AAH], the husband of Zaynab [AAH], refused. But the sons of Abo-Lahab accepted immediately. Abo-Lahab had said to his sons: My head is forbidden from yours if you do not divorce the daughters of Muhammad. Otiba did not stop at that, but he also hurt the Messenger of Allah [PPBUH] and did not care for his relation to him. So the Messenger of Allah [PPBUH] prayed against him (O, Allah, empower one of Your dogs on him). So a lion attacked him while he was in a trade and ate his head from among all people, and Allah answered the prayer of His Prophet [PPBUH].
Her Jihad [AAH]:
After she was divorced from Otiba, Sd. Om-Kulthoum [AAH] lived with her parents. Then her sister Sd. Roqaiya got married and emigrated to Habasha. Sd. Om-Kulthoum stayed with her youngest sister Fatima. So she [AAH] lived inside the first battle of persecution. Then Hamza ibn Abdel-Muttalib and Omar ibn al-Khattab [AAT] embraced Islam, so the minds of Quraish went off and they boycotted Bany Hashim and cornered them the mountain path of Abo-Talib. Muslims lived with extreme hunger, and Om-Kulthoum [AAH] was patient, seeking the acceptance of Allah, and looking after her mother Sd. Khadija [AAH] who were exhausted with those events and who felt that her end was close. Then the great woman of Jihad Khadija [AAH] passed away. Her two daughters Om-Kulthoum and Fatima stood patient with her sad hurt husband, their father [PPBUH], who tried to comfort them.
The polytheists of Quraish went far in hurting the Prophet [PPBUH] and one day they intercepted him and one of the scamps dispersed dirt over his honorable head. The Messenger of Allah [PPBUH] entered his home and Om-Kulthoum came crying to wash the dirt off him. He [PPBUH] said to her (do not cry my daughter; Allah is protecting your father).
Then the Messenger of Allah [PPBUH] made the Hijra to Medina and left his two daughters Om-Kulthoum and Fatima with his wife Sd. Sawda [AAH]. Then as soon as the Messenger of Allah [PPBUH] reached Medina, Zayd ibn Haritha came to accompany Om-Kulthoum and Fatima and the family of Abo-Bakr to the home of Hijra. So she became one of the emigrants to Allah and His Messenger.
Her marriage to Osman [AAT]:
Om-Kulthoum witnessed the return of her victorious father from Badr, then the passing away of her sister Roqaiya on the victory day. One day the Messenger of Allah [PPBUH] saw his companion Osman distressed, so he said to him (why do I see you depressed)? He said: O, Messenger of Allah, was anyone tried my trail: the daughter of the Messenger of Allah [PPBUH] that was with me died, my back is broke, and the marriage relation between me and you is cut. As he was talking to him, the Prophet [PPBUH] said (this is Gabriel [PBUH] is commanding me from Allah, Almighty, to marry you her sister, Om-Kulthoum, on the same dowry as her, and on the living). So he married her to him and she became the second light for Osman - the one with the two lights - [AAH]. She stayed with him for six years, and she did not bear any children.
In a narration of at-Tabarany (I did not marry Om-Kulthoum to Osman except with a revelation from Heaven).
Om-Ayyash –the servant of the Prophet [PPBUH]- to Sd. Om-Kulthoum to call her to meet the Prophet [PPBUH] to ask her about the marriage from Osman; so she bowed her head and kept silent out of shyness from the Prophet [PPBUH]. then he knew that she has the same opinion as his own. The Prophet [PPBUH] said to Osman (I will marry you to Om-Kulthoum the sister of Roqaiya, and if they were ten I would have married them to you). So Osman got with this honor the title of - the one with the two lights - because he married the two daughters of the Messenger of Allah [PPBUH]. as both of them are true lights. Om-Kulthoum stayed in the house of Osman as his wife for six years, with the vision of her sister around her.
Being patient with the fate of Allah is one of the most important stands of Om-Kulthoum; as she was patient for not having sons from her husband Osman ibn Affan [AAH] after living with him for six years, so she had beautiful patience.
Her Passing Away [AAH]:
The sickness attacked the daughter of the Messenger of Allah [PPBUH], and she stayed in bed for a while, then she passed away in Shaban of the year 9 of Hijra. Her father was hurt and greatly sad. The Messenger of Allah [PPBUH] ordered Om-Atyya to wash her odd times. He gave her, his loincloth to enshroud her with it. When he wanted to lay her down in her grave, he said (no one descends into her grave if he touched his family tonight. Is there anyone of you who did not touch his family tonight?) [means slept with his wife] Abo-Talha said: Me, O, Messenger of Allah. The Messenger of Allah said (you descend).  Al-Bukhary- al-Fath.
After the Messenger of Allah [PPBUH] buried her, he said to the man with two lights [Osman], who was sad for the passing of his beloved wife and the cut of his relation to the Messenger of Allah [PPBUH], (if we had a third one we would have married her to you, O, Osman).
May Allah have mercy on Om-Kulthoum [AAH], the best of the wives and the one with Jihad. And may He gather us with her in paradise, ISA, and give us all, the love of the people of the house of the Prophet [PPBUH].

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Sd. Musa  [PBUH]
It was said that he is Musa ibn Emran ibn Yashar ibn Qahith ibn Lawy ibn Yaqoub ibn Ishaq ibn Ibrahim. His mother is Yukhayed and his wife is Safoura daughter of the prophet Shuwaib. Pharaoh of Egypt at his time was al-Walid ibn Musaab, and his wife was Sd. Aseya bent Muzahim ibn Ubaid ibn ar-Rayyan ibn al-Walid, Pharaoh of Egypt at the time of Sd. Yusuf [PBUH]. It was narrated that when Allah took the soul of Sd. Yusuf [PBUH] and Pharaoh that was with him died, and Pharaohs inherited the kingdom of Egypt, the people of Israel stayed under these Pharaohs, while they were still on the remains of their religion that was given to them by Sd. Yusuf, Sd. Yaqoub, Sd. Ishaq, and Sd. Ibrahim [PBUT]. Until Pharaoh of Sd. Musa [PBUH] came and he was the most tyrant and the greatest of them all. He was the longest life of them and his name was al-Walid ibn Musaab. he used to torture the people of Israel the worst torment. It was narrated that Pharaoh, before the birth of Sd. Musa [PBUH], saw in a dream as if there was a fire came from Jerusalem and burned the Copts [people of Egypt] and left the people of Israel and ruined the house of Egypt. The called the magicians and the priests and asked them about this vision. They said: there will come out of the country, which the people of Israel came from, a man who will cause the destruction of Egypt. Pharaoh ordered that no son is to be born for the people of Israel unless he is slaughtered, but they leave the girls. It was so bad that they cut the stomachs of the pregnant women of the people of Israel.
 Pharaoh ordered the people of Israel to serve the Copts instead of their boys. I was not long when Allah let the death go into the elders of the people of Israel. So the heads of the Copts came to Pharaoh and talked to him: these people began to die, and we are afraid that the work will fall back on our boys because you are slaughtering the young and letting the old die. So if you leave some of their sons. Pharaoh ordered that they slaughter the sons of the people of Israel one year and leave them the other year. Sd. Haroun was born in the year that they left the children in. The next year the soldiers were search the for the pregnant ones to cut their bellies and kill their fetus. Sd. Musa's mother [PBUH] was pregnant with him. The soldiers came to search their house. When the soldiers stand in front of the mother looking at her belly Sd. Musa [PBUH] would go to her back, and when they come from her back he would go to her front, and when they from left he goes right and vise versa. So they left her and went away. Until the time of his birth came, while the soldiers of Pharaoh still searching for a pregnant woman or a newly born baby. They stood by their door to enter and search. The sister of Sd. Musa [PBUH] was baking, so she took Sd. Musa [PBUH], while was still a baby, and threw him into the oven. The soldiers came searching and did not find anything, so they left. His sister ran to the oven to take him out of the oven, but she found him suckling his finger, so she took him to his mother…
 The Lord Almighty says in Qur'an [And We inspired the mother of Musa, saying: Suckle him and, when you fear for him, then cast him into the river and fear not nor grieve. Lo! We shall bring him back unto you and shall make him of Our messengers] al-Qasas 28:7. The mother of Sd. Musa [PBUH] made a wooden box and closed the box and nailed it closed. Then she threw it in the river which was the Nile. Pharaoh had built his palace on the Nile. When he ordered them to build it like this, they fixed big logs of wood like stakes in the middle of the Nile, then they built the palace over it, on the water, and they connected it to the shore with a bridge, so Pharaoh was the first to make a bridge. Allah said [And Pharaoh, owner of the stakes]  al-Fajr 89:10. and also [And Pharaoh called out among his people; he said, "O my people, does not the kingdom of Egypt belong to me, and these rivers flowing beneath me; then do you not see?] az-Zukhruf 43:51. He ordered them to put nets in between the fixed stakes in the Nile to prevent anything from entering the palace. Mother of Sd. Musa [PBUH], when she threw him in the river, the current carried him to the net of Pharaoh. The servants of the palace saw the box attached to the net. One of them came down and carried the box and brought it to Pharaoh and Sd. Aseya. When they open the box and found the baby, Pharaoh said: kill him. Sd. Aseya said: do not kill him. What she said exactly is in the verse [And the wife of Pharaoh said, "A comfort of the eye for me and for you. Do not kill him; perhaps he may benefit us, or we may adopt him as a son". And they perceived not] al-Qasas 28:9. why did she say so? Because Pharaoh, her husband, did not have children. Pharaoh agreed, but when Sd. Aseya said to him [A comfort of the eye for me and for you], he said to her "for you not for me". Sayyduna the Messenger of Allah [PPBUH] said (If he said like her, Allah would have rightly guided him like her).
 They brought wet nurses from everywhere to Sd. Musa [PBUH], but he refused to suckle from any of them. This situation stayed for two or three days. They became so confused about him and did not know what to do. Mother of Sd. Musa [PBUH] asked his sister to follow the box to know what happens to it without being noticed. [And she said to his sister "Follow him"; so she watched him from a side while they perceived not] al-Qasas 28:11. Allah, Almighty, says about mother of Sd. Musa [PBUH] [And the heart of Musa's mother became empty. She was about to disclose him had We not bound fast her heart that she would be of the believers] al-Qasas 28:10. As any mother she was to be worried about her children, so what about doing what she did? She put him in a box and threw him in the river. She almost shouted: O, my son… out of great pity for him, but Allah, Almighty, emptied her heart of anything other than Allah, and bound her heart, which means that He filled it with the love of Allah, so everything was the same for her in the love of Allah.
So his sister, when she saw what he did with the wet nurses and how he refused them, she came forward to them and said: I can tell you about a family that can take care of him and raise him [And We had prevented from him wet nurses before, so she said, "Shall I direct you to a household that will be responsible for him for you while they are to him sincere?"]  al-Qasas 28:12, so they agreed. She went back to her mother and told her about them, and brought her to them. As soon as his mother carried him and he smelled her, he took her breast and start suckling, while they are wondering. The Lord, Almighty, brought him back to his mother as He promised. Sd. Musa [PBUH], when he grew up a little, Pharaoh came to see him and play with him as any child, but Sd. Musa [PBUH] gripped his beard and shook it very hard he almost broke his head. Pharaoh screamed and said take this boy and kill him. Sd. Aseya said to him: his only a little boy and does not know the old from the young. Pharaoh said: we will test him to be sure. They brought a firebrand and a date and put them near Sd. Musa [PBUH]. He wanted to take the date but Sd. Gabriel [PBUH] came to him and shook his hand and made him gripe the firebrand and put it to the tip of his tongue, so it got burnt. So he became unable to talk straight, and used to stammer. That is why when he grew up, he asked our Lord, Almighty [And untie the knot from my tongue] Taha 20:27… They say that Sd. Musa [PBUH] was named that way because he was found in the water and among the trees, while in the Coptic language: water is "Mu" and trees is "Sa", so he was called "MuSa".
 So what happened next?

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Imam ibn Sirin [AAH]
He is the one with sedated mind, the one who gives great hope to the sinners and believers, Abo-Bakr Mohamed ibn Sirin. He was with piety, honesty, caution, and maintaining. He used to be weeping by night and smiling traveling by day. He used to fast a day and break another. It was said that Sufism is giving, feeding, and gracing. His manners were knowledge and worship as good as the Sufi knowledgeable scholars can be, and if his manners are not Sufi then there is no Sufi ones. He is one of the follower scholars and he was contemporary with the companions and learned from them. He was one of the scholars who build the followers' Fiqh and who transferred to us the Fiqh of the companions and of our preceding knowledgeable ones. If it was not for them we would not have got the knowledge of the Messenger of Allah [PPBUH].
It was said to Mohamed ibn Sirin: O, Abo-Bakr, a man has backbitten you, would you make it lawful for him? -i.e. by forgiving him- he said: I was not to make lawful what Allah forbad. Also as-Saryy ibn Yahya said to ibn Sirin: I have backbitten you, so resolve it make it lawful for me. Ibn Sirin said: I hate to make lawful what Allah, Almighty, forbad. Ubaid-Allah ibn Mohamed said: I heard a sheikh mentioning Mohamed; saying that he was asked once about and issue and he gave a very good answer about it. A man said to him: By Allah, o, Abo-Bakr, you gave a good Fatwa and answer about it. The described as if he said that companions would have not said better. Mohamed said: if we wanted their Fiqh, our minds would not comprehend it.
Mohamed ibn Sirin said: it used to be said to the man when he wants to travel in a trade: Fear Allah, and seek what was meant for you lawfully, as if you seek it otherwise, you would not get more than what was meant for you… ibn Awn said: I heard Mohamed saying something and I argued with him about it, and he said: I did not say: it was alright, I said: I do not know anything wrong about it… Look at how they were precise in their Fatwa and how they were afraid of Allah and his Messenger. Mohamed ibn Sirin, if he was asked about something lawful or forbidden, he used to change in color and state as if he was someone else. Ibn Awn said: I talked to Mohamed ibn Sirin about some one and said: O, Abo-Bakr, he is one of the knowledgeable people. Then I came back to him the next day, and said: O, Abo-Bakr, how did you find our friend? He said: he is far from what you said. He meant that this man knew knowledge, but did not say "I did not hear it" for what he did not hear.
Ibn Awn said: Ibn Habira sent to ibn Sirin, so he came to him. Ibn Habira asked him: How did you left the people of your country? He said: I left them with oppression spreading among them. Ibn Awn said: He considered it as a testimony that was asked from him, then he hated to hid it. Gafar ibn Marzuq said: ibn Habira sent to ibn Sirin, al-Hasan, and ash-Shwaby. They came to him. He said to ibn Sirin: O, Abo-Bakr, what did you see as you approached our door? He said: I saw a spreading oppression. His nephew winked him with his shoulder, so ibn Sirin turned to him and said: you are to be asked about it, but I am to be asked. So ibn Habira sent four thousands to al-Hasan, three thousands to ibn Sirin, and two thousands to ash-Shwaby, but ibn Sirin did not take it. Yunis ibn Ubaid was describing al-Hasan and ibn Sirin, and said: ibn Sirin was never showed two issues in his religion unless he took the most authenticated of them.
Some of his Fatwa [AAH]:
Yahya ibn Atiq said: I said to Mohamed ibn Sirin: the man following the funeral not seeking reward, but embarrassed from its folks, would he get reward for that? He said: not one reward, but two. One for praying to his brother, and the other for being kind to the living. Ibn Sirin said: If Allah, Almighty, wanted something good to a servant, He would make him a preacher from his heart commanding and forbidding him… Shabib ibn Shaba said: I heard Mohamed ibn Sirin saying: the words are too wide to lie in it. Omran ibn Abdel-Aziz said: I heard Mohamed ibn Sirin, when asked about those who hear Qur'an and get stung, said: they are to sit on a wall and the Qur'an is to be read for them from beginning to end, and if they fall then they are what they say. Salam ibn Qatiba used to come to Mohamed ibn Sirin on a wasted riding animal. Then he came to him one day without it. Ibn Sirin asked him: where is your animal? He said: I sold it. He said: Why? He said: because of its provision. Ibn Sirin said: did it left its provision to you… he meant that Allah provides for every soul, so if you sold it to be relieved from its feed, then would it leave its provision for you. Al-Asmaie said: I met ibn Abo-Atared, who was a very old man, and I asked him: what did memorize from your father from ibn Sirin? He said: my father told me that Mohamed ibn Sirin said to him: marry a woman who looks for what is in your hand, and do not marry a woman you look for what is in her hand.
Mohamed ibn Sirin used to say: do not be generous to your brother with something that is hard on you… ibn Sirin used to hate to describe the woman's period with a word other that what is in Qur'an.
His piety and the views of his contemporaries about him [AAH]:
Bakr ibn Abdullah al-Mazny said: who likes to look at the most pious of his time, let him look at Mohamed ibn Sirin, as by Allah, we never saw any one more pious than him… Asem al-Ahwal said that he heard Muriq al-Agaly saying: I never saw any man of Fiqh who is pious or a pious man who knows about Fiqh more than Mohamed ibn Sirin… Sufyan ibn Oyayna said: there was no Kufi or Basri more pious than Mohamed ibn Sirin. Hisham said that Mohamed ibn Sirin bought something that cost him almost 80 thousands, but then he got some doubts in his heart about it, so he left it. Hisham said: it was not usury. As-Sarey ibn Yahya said: ibn Sirin left the profit of 40 thousands for something inside him, and I heard Soliman at-Tamimy saying: he left it for something that none of the scholars would differ about.
Ibn Sirin used to enter his house, after being invited to a banquet or a wedding party, and says: give a drink of juice. And he was to asked: O, Abo-Bakr, do you need a drink after coming from a banquet or a wedding. He used to say: I hate to burden my hunger on the food of the people… Ibn Awn said: Mohamed did not use to eat at anyone's place, so if was to be invited to a banquet, he would go but not eat, and he was giving away Dirhams of his money. Hisham heard ibn Sirin saying: a Muslim is a Muslim with the dirhams and dinars. Ibn Awn said: Mohamed hated too buy with these dinars and dirhams that has the name of Allah on it, saying: Muslim is a slave to dirham. Asem al-Ahwal said: I was with ibn Sirin when a man came to him and said: O, Abo-Bakr, what do you say about so…? Ibn Sirin said: I do not remember any thing about it. The man said: then tell me just you own opinion about it. He said: I tell you my opinion then I draw back my words, No, by Allah. Ayyoub said: Mohamed ibn Sirin was mentioned to Abo-Qulabah, so he said: who of us can stand Mohamed ibn Sirin? Mohamed is as sharp as the edge of the arrowhead… Asem said: ibn Sirin did not let anyone walk with him. Ibn Garir ibn Hazim said: I heard Mohamed ibn Sirin said to me: Do you see that black man. Then he said: I ask Allah for forgiveness, I see that we backbitten him… ibn Awn said: ibn Sirin had houses that he only rents to the people of custody [non-Muslims], and he was asked about that and he said: at the top of each month I would frighten him, and I hade to frighten any Muslim.
Hisham said: Anas ibn Malik [AAH] asked to be washed by Mohamed ibn Sirin when he dies. Mohamed ibn Sirin was imprisoned, so they told him about the wish of Malik. He said: I am imprisoned. They said: we got permission from the prince. He said: the prince did not imprison me, but the right did. So the one who had the right gave him permission and he got out and washed Malik. 
His generosity [AAH] with his friends and visitors:
Ibn Awn said: I entered to Mohamed ibn Sirin while he had one Shahd [some fruit] in his hand. He said: come on eat, as food is too low to be sworn for. Qurra ibn Khalid said: I ate in the house of Mohamed ibn Sirin some food until I was full then I took the handkerchief and stopped. So Mohamed said to me: al-Hasan ibn Ali said: Food is too trivial to be sworn for… ibn Awn said: we never came to Mohamed ibn Sirin unless he fed us Khabis or Falawzaj [some kind of sweets] … Abo-Khalda said: I entered to Mohamed ibn Sirin with ibn Awn and Sahm al-Fra'idy, so he said: I do not know what to give you, as you all have meat and bread at your home. Then he told his servant to bring us the Shahd [some fruit] and started cutting it for us and feeding us with his hands.
Ibn Awn said: there was a wedding for the kinship of ibn Sirin. Faqad as-Sabkhy came to congratulate them. So they gave him Khabis [some kind of sweet], but he refused to eat it. So they brought him some butter, honey, and bread not mixed, and he started eating. Ibn Sirin said: is not what you left, what you are eating… Ibrahim ibn Habib ibn al-Shahidnarrated from his father that he said: I entered to ibn Sirin one day and he saw the tiredness on my face, so he said: O, Gareya [young girl, usually a servant], get some lunch to Habib, get and get.. he said that several times. I said: I do not want it. He said: get. Then when she got the food, I said: I do not want it. He said: take one bite, then it is your choice. When I ate a bite, I was activated then I ate until I was full… Hisham said: the family of Sirin used to give food to whoever visits them. Later when their state became lighter, they used to buy the Besr; whether cooked or boiled [cheap food]. So if someone entered to them they would give him from that Besr… Abo-Helal ar-Rasy said: ibn Sirin called us to lunch, while we were sitting with him, and his food was that Samk [some kind of tree leaves], so no one got up to him except Abo-Atared.
His Fiqh [AAH] and his benefits to people:
Ibn Awn said: I have never seen any one who was greater in hope for the believers than Mohamed ibn Sirin. He used to recite the verse [For when it was said unto them, There is no God save Allah, they were arrogant]  as-Saffat 37:35. And recite [What has brought you to Sqar [level of hell] ¤ They said: We were not of those who prayed] al-Muddathir 74:42-43. And recites [Which is only endured by the most wretched ¤ He who denies and turns away] al-Lail 92:15-16. Abdel-Samad ibn Yazid said: I heard al-Fudayl ibn Eyad saying "al-Hasan said: it is the obedience to Allah or Hell. Ibn Sirin said: it is the mercy of Allah or hell". Ibn Awn narrated from Mohamed ibn Sirin that he said: in that horrible day, they would hope for even the unborn baby in his mother's womb. 
Ibn Awn said: a man recited [If the hypocrites, and those in whose hearts is a disease…]  al-Ahzab 33:60 in the presence of ibn Sirin, so he said: we do not know of any verse that was more hopeful for the hypocrites than this verse. As he tempted them until he died [PPBUH].
Ibn Sirin heard some one cursing al-Hajjaj so he went to him and said "Stop it man, as when you reach judgment day, you will find that the smallest sin you ever did is greater for you than the greatest sin al-Hajjaj ever did. And know that Allah is a Just Judge; if He takes from Hajjaj to whoever he oppressed, He will also take for al-Hajjaj from whoever oppresses him. So do not be busy cursing anyone".
Hisham narrated that Mohamed said: whoever sits without taking his shoes off, is like the riding animal when they take its load off without taking off its saddlebag. Ibn Awn said: I heard Mohamed ibn Sirin saying: three things with them you do not feel strange: good manners, refraining from harm, and avoiding doubtful things. Mohamed ibn Sirin said: two men wrangled about some land borders, so Allah, Almighty, inspired the land to talk to them, so it said: O, poor ones, you wrangle about me and I was owned by a thousand one eyed men save the intact ones… Hisham narrated from Mohamed that he said: that redness in the sky was never seen until al-Husain ibn Ali [AAT] was killed, and the piebald horses was never lost in the battles until Osman [AAH] was killed… Marhoum ibn Abdel-Aziz said: I heard my father saying: when it was the trail of Yazid ibn al-Muhaleb, I went with a man to ibn Sirin and we said: What do you see? He said: look at the happiest man after the murder of Osman and follow him. We said: that was ibn Omar, he refrained his hands.
Mohamed ibn Sirin said: this knowledge is a religion so see from whom you take it. He also said: they did not use to ask about the predication until the Trial came then they said: name to us your men, so we would take from the people of Sunna and not from the people of heresy.
Mohamed ibn Sirin narrated from many companions like: Abo-Huraira, Abo-Saied al-Khudry, Abdullah ibn Omar, Abdullah ibn Abbas, Emran ibn Hasin, Abo-Bakrah, Anas ibn Malik, and another group.
His worship and his patience [AAH]:
Ibn Awn narrated from Mohamed ibn Sirin that he had grief when he was indebted. So he said: I know this grief is because of a sin I did 40 years ago. Abdullah ibn as-Saryy narrated that ibn Sirin said: I know what was the guilt that got me this debt, as 40 years ago I said some man: You broke. When they told that to Abo-Soliman ad-Darny, he said: they had few sins so they knew the causes of their affliction, but you and we have many sins, so we do not know the causes of what our afflictions… Thabit said: Mohamed ibn Sirin said to me O, Abo-Mohamed, I was not detained from your sittings because I was afraid of the fame, but the trial continued with me until I sat on the steps and they said: that is Mohamed ibn Sirin, he ate people's money. At that time he was deeply indebted. Ibn Awn said: when ibn Sirin was indebted, he lightened his eating until I visited him while his food was that small Samk [tree leaves].
Anas ibn Sirin said: Mohamed ibn Sirin had 7 Awrad that he reads by night, and if misses any of it, he would read by day. Abdullah ibn al-Harith narrated that ibn Sirin slept through al-Esha prayer, until it was finish, then he woke up, so he prayed it and continued worshiping the rest of the night. Ibn Sirin used to fast a day and break the other, and during his break day, he would have lunch then Sahour and comes the next day fasting. Om-Ebadah, the wife of Hisham ibn-Hassan, said: we were staying at the home of Mohamed ibn Sirin, so we used to hear his weeping by night and his laughing by day. Abo-Ewanah said: I have seen Mohamed ibn Sirin in the market, and no one saw him unless he recited the name of Allah, Almighty… Musa ibn al-Mughirah said: I saw Mohamed ibn Sirin entering the market in the middle of the day, reciting: Allahu-Akbar and Subhan-Allah, and doing Dhikr of Allah, then a man said to him: O. Abo-Bakr, in this hour. He said: it is an hour of heedlessness. Mohamed ibn Sirin, when death was mentioned, used to have each organ of his body dying separately. Al-Gariry said: we were at Mohamed ibn Sirin, and we wanted to leave, we said: O, Abo-Bakr, give us a prayer. He said: O, Allah, accept from us the best of what we do, and forgive us to enter paradise the true promise that they were promised… Mohamed ibn Sirin said: there was a tree in the dessert worshiping someone other than Allah, so A man took an axe and went for it and cut it, so Allah forgave him. Mohamed ibn Sirin used to use poetry examples and remembers things that he laughs for, until Hadith is mentioned, then he would be pale and gathered to his parts.
One of Sirin's family said: I never seen Mohamed talking to his mother unless he was supplicating. Ibn Ewanah said: a man entered to Mohamed ibn Sirin while he was with his mother. The man said: what is with Mohamed , is he complaining of anything? They said to him: No, but that is how he is when with his mother.
His simplicity [AAH] and his lack of affectation:
Qurrah ibn Khalid said: I said to Mohamed ibn Sirin: did they use to joke? He said: they were not but like other people, ibn Omar used to joke and say poetry. He used to say: he likes the wine from the purse of the drinkers… and hate to be separated from the money. Ibn Sirin said: they used to see that good manners are help for the religion. He also said: they loved without being in the doubt.
Ibn Sirin would have maybe laughed until he laid on his back and stretched his legs. He used to moan from trials, and he may laugh until his eyes waters… Yusuf ibn Ateyya Abo-Sahl said: I have seen Mohamed ibn Sirin and he had plenty of joking and laughing. He use to joke with his friends saying: Hello, O, Mudarfishin. Which meant: you witness the funerals and carry the dead. Mohamed ibn Sirin also said: pomegranate among the fruits is like Gabriel among the angels.
 Guwayriya said: I said to Mohamed ibn Sirin: I bought a girl slave which has big lips. He said: that would make her kiss more soft… that was a joke from him. Abo-Bakr ibn Shwayb said: I was at Mohamed ibn Sirin's sitting and someone came to him and asked him about some poetry, that was before the prayer of Asr, so Mohamed ibn Sirin read to him: As if the drinking and the ginger .. and the smell of lavender and the solution of honey … equals the coolness of her canines … when the star in the middle of sky shows … then he entered in the prayer. He was also asked once: can a man recite poetry while he is with ablution? He said: I was told that a girl I sought to engage … her Shank was as long as the month of fasting … her teeth are a hundred or one more … and the whole creatures are extended from her. Then he said: Allahu-Akbar.
His strange interpretation of dreams [AAH]:
Mohamed ibn Sirin used to say: If the servant feared Allah while awake, he would not be harmed by what he sees in his sleep… when a man used to ask ibn Sirin about a dream, he would say to him: fear Allah when you are awake, and nothing you see in your sleep will harm you… Gafar ibn Abdullah ibn Kardous said: my father told me that Mohamed ibn Sirin said: I saw one, of those who use to sit with me, in my sleep, and his legs were from gold, and I asked him what did Allah do to you? He said: He forgave me and gave, instead of my legs, two legs of gold I walk with them in paradise where I want. I said: for what? He said: for isolating the harm off the way.
Ibn Sirin said: whoever sees his Lord, Almighty, in his sleep, will enter paradise... Khalid ibn Dinar said: I was at ibn Sirin and a man came to him and said: O, Abo-Bakr, I saw in my sleep as if I am drinking from a pitcher that has two holes. One of them was sweet and the other was salty. Ibn Sirin said: fear Allah, you have a wife and you go to her sister also… Abo-Qulabah said that a man said to Abo-Bakr: I saw as if I was peeing blood. Ibn Sirin said to him: you get your wife while she is in her period. He said: Yes. Ibn Sirin said: fear Allah and never do it again… ibn Sirin said that a man saw in his dream that he had a boy on his lap shouting, and he told ibn Sirin. Ibn Sirin said: fear Allah and do not play the lute. He meant the playing of the lute for bad purposes… Habib said that a woman saw in her sleep that she was milking a serpent, so she told ibn Sirin. He said: the milk is natural and the serpent is an enemy and not of the nature, this is a woman that sees the people of subjectivity. Al-Hajjaj ibn Yusuf saw in his sleep as if two nymphs came to him and he took one of them and missed the other. He wrote that to Abdel-Malek. Abdel-Malek wrote to him: congratulations to you. Ibn Sirin knew that and said: you missed the bottom of the hole, as those are two trials and will be caught up with one and miss the other. And it was done as he was caught up in the trail of the skulls and missed the other one.
A man said to ibn Sirin: I saw as if I am licking honey from a pot of Jewel. He said: fear Allah and go back to reading Qur'an, as you are a man who read the Qur'an then you forgot it… another man said to ibn Sirin: I saw as if I am plowing a land that does not plant. He said: you are a man who isolates from your wife.
Another man said to ibn Sirin: Isaw in my sleep as if I am washing my cloth but it does not become pure. He said: you are a man who boycotts his brother.
A man said to ibn Sirin: I saw as if I am flying between earth and sky. You are a man who wishes too much. And a man came to ibn Sirin and said: I saw as if I have a crown of gold on my head. Ibn Sirin said: fear Allah, your father is in a strange country and he became blind and wants you to come to him. The man did not answer, but he got out of his belt a letter from his father telling him that he became blind and he was in a strange country and telling him to go to him. 
Many of the dream interpretations were collected in books known by his name, and other books of knowledge.
His passing away [AAH]:
Mughirah said: ibn Sirin saw as if the Gemini got before the Pleiades, so he started preparing his will, and said al-Hasan [al-Basry] will die and I will follow him, as he is more honorable than me.
Ibn Awn said: when death came to Mohamed ibn Sirin, he said to his son: O, son, pay for me -the debts- and get paid for me, except the loyalty. He said: O, father, do I manumit for you? He said: Allah, Almighty, is able to reward me and you for what you do of good deeds.
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His Smile  [PPBUH] in the Black Darkness
Whenever the night gets so dark, hope gets so high in a beam of light the cuts this darkness, and scatters the gloom of the pitch-black night… the human self is natured to seek the intimacy of the beauty of the daylight when it shows up… after the long dreary loftiness night when it become dark… If it you became sure of that, then you should know that the souls are natured to the love of the Prophet Chosen-One whose seeds of light were deeply planted inside the dense mud of the humanity of Adam's children… until it was honored with its creator's speech, Almighty, when he said [And know that among you is Allah's Messenger] al-Hujrat 49:7… smiles at you when the darkness becomes black, a smile that is a saving ship when the dangers surround in the seas of the worlds.
How much today is like yesterday! Whenever you look around you and see hypocrisy, dissension, and bad manners, from which the Prophet, Chosen-One Guider Honest, has asked Allah protection, you would greatly feel the extent of our need for some his manners and his clear light. That is how he was in the course of his biography… you would find him in the darkest moments a lantern lighting the path way removing all the darkness. Then whoever would be thrown in the fire of trial, in his presence, will not be burned… as the praising scares to praise his highness fearing that it might miss the correctness, also the trials are extinguished, the tiredness is cleared off, and the grudging one is disgraced by the door… but the Beloved stays as he is, with no coloring or despair of Allah's soul, he would not pray against those who hurt him rather he says (may Allah gets out of their spines some people who believe in Him)… that is how he was… bad ones wrong him while he, the forbearing, never avenges himself, rather he trades their bad doings with his good deeds and patience. But when it is about the religion of Allah and the safe delivery of his deposit, he teaches the nation that there is no negligence for any of Allah's rights. This is the sign of all signs for the great wisdom and the fairly good advice and the telling of how the nation has to be of Shari'a, path, and truth. You would see that a lot in between the honorable Prophetic Hadith… the Prophetic Mercy is flowing all over this universe as Allah said [And We have not sent you but as a mercy for the worlds] al-Anbeya 21:107.
The one who dared to offend the Prophet [PPBUH], and his offspring:
Ibn az-Zubayr narrated from Jaber that he said: A man -in the second narration he was identified as Dhuel-Khowaysara at-Tamimy- came to the Messenger of Allah [PPBUH] in al-Gurana while he was leaving Hunain and Belal was carrying a load of silver in his cloth for the Prophet to distribute it and the Messenger of Allah [PPBUH] was taking from that silver and giving people. Dhuel-Khowaysara said: O, Muhammad, be just. The Messenger said (Woe to you. Who is to be just if I am not?! You would fail and lose if I am not just). Omar ibn al-Khattab said: let me kill this hypocrite, O, Messenger of Allah. the Messenger said (Allah forbid, people talk about me killing my companions. This one and his company recite Qur'an but it does not go beyond their throats. They leave it as an arrow leaves the bow).  Al-Musnad al-Gamee.
In another narration: az-Zahry said: Abo-Salam ibn Abdel-Rahman told me that Abo-Saied al-Khudry [AAH] said: while we were with the Messenger of Allah [PPBUH], and he was dividing something, Dhuel-Khuwaysara, who was a man from Bany Tamim, came to him and said: O, Messenger of Allah be just. He said (Woe to you. Who is to be just if I am not?! Verily, You would fail and lose if I am not just). Omar said: O, Messenger of Allah, give me permission and will cut his nick. He said (Leave him; he has company that one would despise his prayers with theirs and his fasting with theirs. They recite Qur'an but it does but it does not go beyond their collarbones. They leave the religion as an arrow leaves the bow. He looks at its edge and finds nothing, he looks at the end of its string and finds nothing, he looks at its shaft, and find nothing with it, and he looks at its feathers and finds nothing -it is all parts of the bow and arrow- it has preceded the fat and blood. Their sign is a black man; his upper arm is like the breast of a woman or like a piece of meat shaking, and they come out when people are in difference…) narrated by al-Bukhary in the section of the signs of the prophecy in Islam, and in the narration of Muslim: az-Zahry from Abo-Salama, and ad-Dahhak al-Hamadany from Abo-Saied al-Khudry, also an-Nasa'i in al-Kubra he mentioned what Ali was specialized with from the fighting of the religion abandoning ones. Also Ahmed had more in his Musnad (the ones with new teeth and foolish dreams).
In another narration: Anas ibn Malik said: there was, at the time of the Messenger of Allah [PPBUH], a man that we liked his worship and his strive, so we mentioned him to the Messenger of Allah [PPBUH] with his name but he did not know him, and we mentioned his description but he did not know him. While we were trying to mention him, the man showed up, we said: here he is. The Messenger said (you are telling me about a man on whose face a scorch from Satan). The man came to them but he did not say the Salam. The Messenger of Allah [PPBUH] said to him (I ask you by Allah, when you stood by the sitting, did you say: no one in the people is better than me)? The man said: Yes, by Allah. Then he went in to pray. The Messenger of Allah said (who kills the man)? Abo-Bakr said: I do. He went to him, but he found him standing in prayers, he said "Subhan-Allah, do I kill a man while he is praying? And the messenger of Allah has forbidden the killing of the praying ones". So he came back. The Messenger of Allah [PPBUH] (What did you do)? He said "I hated to kill him while he is praying, and I was forbidden to kill the praying ones". Omar said: I will. So he entered and found him putting his face on the ground. Omar said: Abo-Bakr is better than me. And he came back out. The Messenger of Allah [PPBUH] said (what)? Omar said: I found him putting his face to the ground, so I hated to kill him. The Messenger said (who kills the man)? Ali said: I will. The Messenger said (You will if you catch him). Ali went in but found him gone. He came back to the Messenger of Allah [PPBUH], so he said (What)? Ali said: I have not found him. He said (If he were killed there would be no two men disagreeing in my nation first to last). Musa said: I heard Mohamed ibn Ka'b saying: that was the man whom Ali killed the one with the breast thing…
Comments on the interpretation of the Hadith:
· The saying of: "be just" to the Prophet [PPBUH] is a sign of lightheadedness and slighting of the prestige of the Prophet [PPBUH] which one of the signs of the people of arrogance and impoliteness leading to bad ending, Allah protect us. That is why the Prophet [PPBUH] answered him en extremely wise eloquent answer and said (Verily, You would fail and lose if I am not just…) the You he meant Dhuel-Khuwaysara and the  Verily here means the realization of the signs of his prophecy [PPBUH], so the man got the failure and loss for his impoliteness with the Prophet [PPBUH]. The clear meaning of the words of the Prophet [PPBUH] (You would fail and lose if I am not just) is that if your belief is built on the base that the Prophet may not be just in any part of time, then you would definitely fail and lose, no escape of that.
· The description of Sd. Omar for the man as the hypocrite in front of the Prophet [PPBUH], with no objection from him, but the Prophet [PPBUH] described him as a companion when he commented saying (Allah forbid, people talk about me killing my companions). That was some of his great wisdom, patience, and noble morality, leaving the door open for anyone who wants to repent, and then the description of Allah for him [PPBUH] as a mercy for the worlds is realized.
· His saying [PPBUH] (They recite Qur'an but it does but it does not go beyond their collarbones): it means that it does not go beyond the bones of their collars, i.e. it does not go from head level, which is the pronouncing by tongue, to the level of understanding by heart. Imam Nawawy said in his explaining for the Sahih of Imam Muslim: the words of the Prophet [PPBUH] (They recite Qur'an but it does but it does not go beyond their throats)… al-Qadi [the Judge] said: there is two interpretations in it: one of them is: their hearts do not understand it and they do not benefit from what they recited of it. And they do not gain except the reciting with the mouse and throat which define the letters. The second one is: no work or reciting is raised up to heaven or accepted.
·  In the narration from Sd. Anas ibn Malik [AAH] (on whose face a scorch from Satan); the Prophet [PPBUH] told them about that man just by looking at his face without previously knowing him or revelation. That was the insight that Allah made as a condition for calling to Him, Almighty. This insight which was hard for the people of our time, so they neglected its necessity in the matter of calling to Allah not just that but they also accused its people of disbelief and detained them from carrying out their mission in the course of calling to Allah. Allah said [Say "This is my way: I do invite unto Allah, with insight, I and whoever follows me. Glory to Allah! and never will I join gods with Allah!"]  Yusuf 12:108.
· The saying of the narrator “The man came to them but he did not say the Salam” in spite of the fact that the Messenger of Allah [PPBUH] was among them. This indicated the he has a disease in the heart. As if had in his heart a grain’s weight of love for sayyduna the Messenger of Allah, its signs would have shown when he meets him. This is a state that is know for the people of love whether it was high or low. But that was the arrogance which prevents from entering the garden of the Messenger of Allah in this worldly life before the hereafter.
· The saying of the Messenger of Allah (I ask you by Allah, when you stood by the sitting, did you say: no one in the people is better than me)? He said: Yes, by Allah. Then he went in to pray. That is another evidence for whoever believes in physiognomy, inspiration, enlightenment, uncovering, and al-Fateh [the insight opening], which are all ranks of the insight, which is the sight of the heart, like the sight for the eyes. Also we do not forget the rank of empowerment of the caller for Allah, which is clear in the truthful saying of the untruthful hypocrite. That was empowerment and support from Allah for his beloved to show the signs of his prophecy for his companions, in order to increase their love and belief in their Prophet [PPBUH]. Exactly like Abo-Lahab, when the revelation talked about him and he could not deny the Prophet by declaring the embracement of Islam even through lying. This is eradication and impressing of the hearts of the hypocrites, the polytheists, and the enemies of the religion. Allah said [And permission shall not be given to them to put forth excuses] al-Mursalat 77:36. then look at the condition of the hypocrite and how he sees himself above everyone including the Messenger of Allah [PPBUH], so would there be a place for the likes of him in paradise, where there is no place for those in whose hearts there is a grain of pride?!!
· The saying of the Prophet [PPBUH] (who kills the man)? And the repetition of this request with Sd. Omar and Sd. Ali showed the politeness of the companions with the guidance of their Prophet [PPBUH] and with each other. As we see Sd. Omar saying: Abo-Bakr is better than me. And he followed his guidance, in spite of what could be understood from the repetition of the request of sayyduna the Messenger of Allah of killing the man, and what would be understood that his prayer is not actually a prayer rather it is pretending and hypocrisy. Then look at what he told Sd. Ali [AHHF] (You will if you catch him) and what it contain of sharp insight and telling of the unknown. Also see the composition of the words to indicate the doubt out of curtsy and politeness with Allah, and commitment to the rules of slavery to Allah and hiding, the humbleness to Allah, and the descending to their rank in order not to be terrorizing them with their prey.
The talk about the Prophet [PPBUH] and his great manners, his teaching to his companions, his state, his sayings, his staying, and his travel are seas of guidance that stays for ever as a source that does not run out, and the one who dives into it will never rest and will never get tired.

Sayyduna and our beloved the Chosen One, the Infallible, who id a role model to be followed. O, Allah, give the prayers, peace, and blessing to sayyduna Muhammad, his family, and companions all.. the Messenger of Allah said (May Allah have mercy on you Abo-Ayyoub, May Allah have mercy on you Abo-Ayyoub, May Allah have mercy on you Abo-Ayyoub) [AAT] all.
That is why, as soon as he saw the Muslim army move towards Constantinople, he rode his horse carrying his sword and went looking for a great martyrdom for which he always longed… in that battle he was wounded. The commander of the army, who was Yazid ibn Mowawya, went to visit him while his breath was racing with his yearning to meet Allah… the commander asked him: what do you need , o, Abo-Ayyoub? … can you imagine what the need of Abo-Ayyoub?...
The Messenger of Allah [PPBUH] was entering Medina at the end of his successful Hijra, and beginning his blessed days in the house of Hijra. For this house of Hijra, Allah has saved what He has not saved for any place else in the people's world… the Messenger walked among the people gathering for him filled with love, eagerness, and yearning… he was riding his camel, a female camel, around which people gathered taking by its bridle and everyone trying to host the Messenger of Allah… the procession reached the houses of Bany Salim ibn Uof, who objected its way and said: O Messenger of Allah, o, Beloved of Allah, stay with us, as we have the numbers, the armament, and the power. The Messenger answers them, while they gripped the bridle of the camel (Release it, it is commanded). The procession reached the houses of Bany Bayada, Bany Saeda, Bany al-Harith ibn al-Khazrag, then Adeyy ibn an-Naggar. Each people of these tribes intercepted the way the trying dearly to have the pleasure of having the Prophet [PPBUH] stay at their houses, and the Prophet [PPBUH] is answering them with a grateful smile (Release it, it is commanded). The Prophet left it to Fate to choose the place of his stay as this stay would have its gravity and honor.
In this place the mosque, that will guide the whole world with the words of Allah and His light, will be built. By its side rooms will be built of mud and stones. These rooms did not have of the worldly provisions except what was absolutely necessary. These rooms will be inhabited by the teacher and messenger who came to blow life in its dead soul. He came to give its honor and peace to those who said "our Lord is Allah" then they kept straight, to those who believed and did mix their faith with wrong doing, to those who stayed sincere with their religion to Allah, to those who were rectifying on earth and not corrupting. Yes the Messenger [PPBUH] left the choice completely for fate which is guiding him. He directed his heart to Allah and supplicated to him with his tongue (O, Allah, choose for me)…
In front of the house of Bany Malik an-Naggar, the camel kneeled down then it rose up and walked around the place then it lied down again the first place and rested there and became stable the Messenger dismounted it to enter the house have all the goodness and blessings around him. Do you know, who was that lucky man in front of whose house the camel lied down? And the Messenger became his guest? And all the people of Medina stood there envying him for the great gift he had? He is the main character of our talk today, Abo-Ayyoub al-Ansary Khalid ibn Zayd, the grandson of Malik ibn an-Naggar.
This was not the first meeting of Abo-Ayyoub with the Messenger of Allah [PPBUH]. Before, when he went with the Medina delegation to pledge allegiance for the Messenger of Allah in Mecca, that blessed covenant known as the Second Aqaba Covenant, he was one of the seventy believers who gripped the right hand of the Messenger devoting themselves to the covenant and support. Now when the Messenger of Allah is honoring Medina and making it the: capitol of Allah's religion, it was the grace of Allah to Abo-Ayyoub that made his house become the first house that the great Muhajir and honorable Messenger inhabits. The Messenger chose to stay at the first floor. But as soon as Abo-Ayyoub ascended to his room on the second floor, he shivered and could not bear the idea of him sleeping or standing on a level higher than the Prophet, so he kept urging the Prophet and asking him to move to the higher floor, until the Prophet accepted. And that was were he stayed until the mosque was built, and a room was built beside it for the Prophet [PPBUH]. Since Quraish started flaming up with rage against Islam, raiding the home of Hijra in Medina, stirring up the tribes against it, and gathering the armies to extinguish the light of Allah, since that start, Abo-Ayyoub made fighting for the sake of Allah as his proficiency. So, he fought in Badr, Uhud, al-Khandaq, and all the sites and battles. The hero was there selling himself and his money to Allah, the Lord of all worlds.
After the passing away of the Messenger, he did not miss any battle that was imposed on the Muslims, no matter how it was far or hard… his motto, that he was always saying day and night and in secret and in public, was the saying of Allah, Almighty [Go forth, light-armed and heavy-armed]  al-Tawba 9:41. Only once he did not go with the Muslim army because he was not convinced with the young prince of the army appointed by the caliph. Whoever, he regretted that for long time saying: what do I care who is appointed over me? And he did not miss any other fight afterwards, he was satisfied to live as a soldier in the Muslim army, fighting under its flag, defending its sacredness. When there happened the conflict between Sd. Ali and Sd. Moaweya, he stood by Sd. Ali without hesitation, because he was the Imam who had the allegiance of the Muslims.
When Imam Ali martyred and the caliphate went to Mowawya, Abo-Ayyoub stood there with his ascetic, steadfast, and pious self and did not want from the whole world except a place in the land of war among the Mujahidin for the sake of Allah. That is why, as soon as he saw the Muslim army move towards Constantinople, he rode his horse carrying his sword and went looking for a great martyrdom for which he always longed… in that battle he was wounded. The commander of the army, who was Yazid ibn Mowawya, went to visit him while his breath was racing with his yearning to meet Allah… the commander asked him: what do you need , o, Abo-Ayyoub? … can you imagine what the need of Abo-Ayyoub?...
 No… his need, at the time when his soul is going back to its Lord, was something that beyond thinking and imagination of any human being; he asked Yazid to carry his body on his horse after he dies and take it to the deepest possible distance in the land of the enemy, and there he buries him, then he maches with his army along that way so that he can hear the sound of the hoofs of the Muslim's horses above his grave then he would know that achieved what hoped for of victory. Do you think that this is poetry? No… nor it was imagination, it was real and true that has been witnessed by the world one day and the world stood there gazing with its eyes and ears and could not believe what it was seeing and hearing. The will of Abo-Ayyoub was fulfilled and in the heart of Constantinople, which is Istanbul today, the body of a great man was buried. And even before Islam came to these parts, the Roman people of Constantinople used to look at Abo-Ayyoub in his grave as a saint. You will wonder when you know that all historians registered these facts and said: the Romans used to pay care for his grave, visit it, and ask for rain with it when they are dried out.
In spite of the battles that filled the life of Abo-Ayyoub and did not give him a chance to put down his sword and rest, his life was calm and damp like the dawn breeze. As he heard the Messenger of Allah [PPBUH] saying (if you prayed then pray the prayer of farewell. Do not talk to people with words you would have to apologize from. Stick the despair of what is in people's hands). So Abo-Ayyoub did not plunge into any trial even with his tongue, he never desired anything, and he spent his life in the yearning of a worshiper and the refrainment of a farewell one. When his time came, he had no wish of the whole world except that wish that represents his life in its greatness and heroism; "take my body far far away into the Roman land then bury me there".
He believed in victory and he saw with his insight these lands taking its place among the Muslim lands and under the lights and glow of Islam. So he wanted his burial be there in the capitol of these countries, where the last and final battle would be, and where he can follow, from under his grave, the crawling of the Muslim armies, hear the flutter of its flags, the whinny of its horses, their foot steps, and their swords' clatter. 
 Today he is resting in his grave there not listening to the sounds of war, which is over now and matters are settled long ago, rather he listens to the sound of Azan from the high minarets: Allahu-Akbar Allahu-Akbar. His joyful soul would answer from his glory and honor: that is what Allah promised us and His Messenger. And truthful Allah and His Messenger are. 
No doubt, talking about them is relief, so seek to know and be blessed by them. O, Allah, by the Beloved Lover Chosen Infallible One, make all our talk be always in the love of the companions and the honorable Aal-al-Bait and our sheikhs and masters. O, Allah, make us always desire their love and the love of our brothers and sisters, by Mawlana sheikh, Amen, Amen, Amen.

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Putting the  Trust in Allah  [Tawakul]
As-Saryy as-Saqaty said: the trust [Tawakul] is getting out of the power and strength. As the trust is one of the highest ranks of certitude and the most honorable state of the close ones. Allah said [Lo! Allah loves those who put their trust] Aal-Emran 3:159. So He made the one who put his trust in Him as his beloved, and He bestowed His love on him [Why should we not put our trust in Allah when He has shown us our ways? We surely will endure the hurt you do us. In Allah let the trusting put their trust] Ibrahim 14:12. Allah raised the rank of the ones who put their trust in Him, up to Him and made their increase coming from Him. He said, glory be to Him [And whosoever puts his trust in Allah, He will suffice him] at-Talaq 65:3… i.e. He will suffice him all those other than Him. Whoever has Allah as his suffice, He will be the one cures him and gives health. It was narrated from some wise man that he said: I praise Allah for you the praise of a one who does not know any grace except from Him and does not know any worshipped one other than Him. I ask Him the trust of those who are truly cut from everything except Him.
Allah Almighty reserved for the people of His sponsorship [Welaya] the joy of being cut from everything except Him to get them to know the recurrence of His gifts and the continuity of His grace and favor. So the worries of the worldly life was dismissed from their hearts. And the work for the hereafter became great in their chests because of what inhabited it of the reverence of their Lord. So they confined their hearts to the humility of the slavery and they put themselves in the target of putting the trust in Allah.
 So let it be known, my brother, that you are not putting you trust in Allah unless you cut away every hope in anyone or thing other than Him. And how cannot your self cut every relation from your heart and empty it for devotion to Allah and the true putting of your trust in Him, and Allah will suffice whoever puts his trust in Him. The truthful trusting one will not find heart submitting to any creature as it is filled with trust for the assurance of Allah. The truthful trusting one will see however little of Allah's gifts great. The trusting one sees how little the size of himself because he knows the greatness of the gravity of Allah. So he is resting to the essence of certitude which is the rank that envied by the people of the keenness for the worldly life. So whosoever has his heart rested to the fact that there is no grace in earth or heaven except for Allah and from Him, then his heart will be relieved from the torture of keenness. Did you not hear Him saying [Is there any creator other than Allah who provides for you from heaven and earth?] Fater 35:3, and saying [His verily is all creation and commandment. Blessed be Allah, the Lord of the Worlds!] al-Aaraf 7:54.
 So if you bound your heart to the trust, then you are looking at Allah. As, the reign is for Allah with none of His creation. And the more you leave the trust the more you become keen for the worldly life. So you should conflict with your keenness for the worldly life with satisfaction of what He provided you. Then you would hurry with the enmity to the keenness for the worldly life. As keenness does not give or deprive. And the one who puts his trust in Allah is sufficed with the One who gives and deprives, from those who do not give or deprive. He will be rich with Allah and poor for Him. His heart will be resting from disturbance, as no creature has any danger in his heart. He who trust anyone other than Allah, he will not enrich him. The one who puts his trust, confined himself to piety, so Allah made him a way out, and provided him from whence he did not expected. Allah says [And whosoever puts his trust in Allah, He will suffice him. Lo! Allah brings His command to pass. Allah has set a measure for all things] at-Talaq 65:3. The one who puts his trust in Allah, does that in all his needs of this worldly life and the hereafter. He cuts his hopes in anyone other than Him. He did not see himself as a deserver for choosing himself, because Allah is his suffice and whoever became so, would be resting to the essence of certitude. This rank is the highest in the tranquility of the heart to Allah and the reassurance to the promise of Allah, as he made Allah his suffice of all His creations, and whoever has Allah as his suffice will never feel missing anything, because Allah has guaranteed it for him and He brings his command to pass. 
You should know that you and all other creatures are compelled to Allah in all your states, movements, and resting, as Allah alone is the Rich. Whoever trusted someone other than Allah then he saw a bigger kingdom than Allah's kingdom. But whoever trusted Allah, then he is sufficed with Him, and in Him is a substitute for all creatures. However none of the creatures is a substitute for Allah, as Allah alone is the Rich. So if you know that Allah suffices whoever puts his trust in Him, then how do not ask the sufficiency by putting your trust in Allah, Almighty. Do not you know that He, the Provider, has divided the living among his servants and he preferred some over others in the providence, and He is finished with the destiny and fating of that. Then how can you be worried about something that is already fated for you. Do not you hear the saying of Allah [If Allah touch you with affliction, there is none that can relieve therefrom save Him, and if He touch you with good fortune; He is Able to do all things] al-Anaam 6:17. and how can you ask someone other than Allah to take away the affliction or give you benefit. And how cannot your heart be overwhelmed to ask relief of affliction or gain of benefit from only Him, when you know that everything is in His hand alone. And how can you be afraid to miss anything of goodness that Allah meant for you, and if He did not mean it for you then who would give it to you.
The one who puts his trust in Allah does not turn to the worldly life as he does not see any danger in it for him, nor does he see it, himself, and everything it except belonging to Allah. It is the same for him to be sailing in the sea or walking on land, intimacy and loneliness, and working and sitting, as Allah Almighty suffices who puts his trust in Him. Do not you hear the saying of Allah [Will not Allah suffice His slave? Yet they would frighten you with those other than Him. He whom Allah sends astray, for him there is no guide] az-Zumur 39:36. The one who puts his trust in Allah is sufficed with his knowledge of Allah than to be busy with someone else, as he knew that whoever gets him the benefits is Allah alone with no partner. Also if your heart rests and calms to Allah then you will not fear anyone else, as Allah suffices whoever puts his trust in Him. One of the signs of the one who puts his trust in Allah is that he prefers to be truthful when it hurts him over lying when it benefits him, as it is not right for whoever puts his trust in Him, to be afraid from someone else. Also if he enjoined goodness and forbade evil, then he will not fear anyone other than Allah, because his hope of Allah is higher than the threats of the other creatures. As the one who puts his trust in Allah, has driven out of his heart all the fears, cautions, and sorrow from anyone other than Allah, so his fear and hope is connected to Allah.
 Know that the support gets to you when you take out the world from your heart then you would deviate to the path of honor and richness by Allah. As you know that there is no preventer, giver, harmer, or benefiter except Allah alone. And do not deviate from Allah with your ignorance then you will submit to those other than Him when Satan frightens you, then he will control you. Did not you hear Allah's saying [Satan promises you destitution and enjoins on you lewdness. But Allah promises you forgiveness from Himself with bounty. Allah is All- Embracing, All-Knowing] al-Baqarah 2:268. So what do the promises of Satan harm you with the guarantee of the Merciful?
 Know that you are not putting your trust in Allah Almighty until you take the path for going to him with calmness and tranquility, and until you worship Allah with content to what he made you because you do not know anyone else. If you get to this rank then your heart will be overwhelmed with the greatness of Allah and His glory.
 Know that Allah Almighty has reserved for the ones who put their trust in Him the places of safety, and prevented from them any regret. So they are looking at Allah for what they hope where He veiled their hearts from any one other than Him for what they hope of His grace. And they were satisfied with His Dhikr from mentioning anyone else.
 Know that you are not putting your trust in Allah until you are cleared from any possession of yourself of the possessions of the worldly life, and until you donot trust anyone but Allah alone with no partner, and until you see your providence from Allah alone and do not be driven by your greed to someone other than Him. Do not you see that the one, after what is in whose hand you crave, is already in the possession of Allah? Is their in the sky a barrier to detain you from Allah? Then know that you cannot impose your providence as you cannot impose death. Did not you hear Allah's saying [Allah is He Who created you and then provided you, then causes you to die, then gives life to you again. Is there any of your partners that does aught of that? Praised and exalted be He above what they associate!] ar-Room 30:40. So, my brother, trust the promise of Allah in His providence as you trust you are dead. And cut off being busy with the cause in your heart. Know that Allah provides you with a cause and without a cause, and every cause is fixed then you do not know when your providence comes as you do not know when your death comes. Do not you see that Allah promised to provide you and hid your providence from you by the fate? So providence has specific time to come into, and no matter how you try with every trick to get it before its time, you will not be able to, until it come in its specified time. Did not you hear Allah Almighty saying [And in the heaven is your providence and that which you are promised ¤ And by the Lord of heavens and earth, it is the truth, as the fact that you speak] az-Zaryat 51:22-23.
 Know that the one, who is sure of Allah, denies the accusation from his heart for Allah. And if you are under certain cause then do not let your heart be inclined to that cause, and let it be with Allah Almighty.
 Know that the servant does not spend without the permission of the master. So bound your heart to your master, because if He gives you, all the people of earth will not prevent you, and if He prevents you all the people of earth will not be able to give you. As, His power is great, and with putting your trust in him, He suffices you. The one who puts his trust in Allah will be calm in heart assured of the content. And he who cuts the hanging of the heart to the causes, will not see anything but Allah, as the fate of Allah runs for the one who puts his trust in Him and the one who does not. Do not you hear His saying [How many are the creatures that carry not their own sustenance? It is Allah who feeds them and you: for He is the All-Hearer and All-Knower] al-Ankabout 29:60. the one who puts his trust in Allah knows for sure and his heart is resting for it, that what is fated for him he would get it even if it is in the way of the wind. And what is not fated for him, even if it was between his hands and all the people of heaven and earth strived to give it to him, he would not get even a whit of it. Allah said [Kill not your children for fear of destitution: We shall provide sustenance for them as well as for you] al-Esraa 17:31. also [on Allah put your trust if you have faith] al-Maida 5:23, so they are not real believers until they put their trust in Allah, and with that trust He confirmed the belief for them, and they said [In Allah is our trust] al-Aaraf 7:89. He also said [No reason have we why we should not put our trust on Allah. Indeed He has guided us to our ways. We shall certainly bear with patience all the hurt you may cause us. For those who put their trust should put their trust on Allah] Ibrahim 14:12. So this trust is pure belief, and there is no belief except with putting trust in Allah. My friend started saying: the last time when we talked about polytheism and disbelief, I noticed that you got lost from me… my daughter interrupted him saying: Hey… do I write this non understandable words? My friend said: No dear, write "there is no god but Allah" and this is a word of negation and affirmation and… I said: one moment… and I directed my speech to my daughter: why are not you writing? She said: I cannot write something that I do not understand. My friend said: go easy with her… Then he said to her: what do you want to understand? She answered: what is the meaning of god? I screamed at her: ruined are your home and the home of your father, what… he interrupted me saying: easy… easy, she is just a young girl and she wants to learn… darling, do you know Allah? she said: of course, Allah created us and provided for us and… My friend said: very good… look we first solve the problem of writing then we continue… we waited a while, then he said: your mobile, does it have a recorder for the calls? I said: Yes. And I turned the recorder on.
He started again his speech: in order for you to understand these words… we have to start over… when Allah created Sd. Adam [PBUH], He taught him all the names and He ordered the angels to prostrate themselves to him. They all did except the damned Satan. The Lord Almighty expelled him from paradise. Satan decided to make the reason for his expelling, which is refusing to prostrate to Adam, become the reason for making Adam's sons obey him and disobey Allah. My daughter said: How? He said: look dear… when Sd. Adam [PBUH] descended to earth and begot boys and girls and he taught them worshiping Allah alone. So the sons of Sd. Adam [PBUH] learned that "there is no god but Allah". the damned Satan wanted to ruin the worldly life and the hereafter for the sons of Sd. Adam [PBUH], so got between Qabil and Habil and drived a wedge between them with envy and grudge. Until Qabil killed Habil, and ran away and begot children and was followed by many people. After a while Sd. Sheith [PBUH] fought Qabil and won the battle and killed Qabil. Satan told the people of Qabil not to bury him, instead put him in a decorated place where he would be seated and everyone comes to see him would bow to him out of honoring and glorifying. They obeyed him, so Qabil became the first one to be prostrated for, other than Allah. after that Satan taught them how to build the statues and worship them, so they prostrated for them and called them gods.
Sayyduna Muhammad [PPBUH] said a dictum about this… what is dictum, i.e. he summed up… it means there is no other words to be said after what he said… so what did he say? He said (the best thing I said, me and the prophets before me, is "there is no god but Allah"). the prophets [PBUT] said something with the same meaning. In the Sura [chapter] of Houd, verse 2, Allah said [Worship none but Allah. Lo! I am unto you from Him a Warner and a Bringer of good tidings]. Our Lord, Almighty, is saying to sayyduna Muhammad [PPBUH]: tell them that. In the same Sura, verse 26, on the tongue of Sd. Noah to his people [That you worship none, save Allah. Lo! I fear for you the torture of a painful Day], and in the verse 50 of the same Sura [And unto A’ad their brother, Houd. He said: O my people! Worship Allah! You have no other god save Him. Lo! You do but invent], and in the verse 61 [And unto Thamoud their brother Salih. He said: O my people! Worship Allah, You have no other god save Him...], in the verse 84 [And unto Midian their brother Shuwaib. He said: O my people! Worship Allah. You have no other god save Him!].
When sayyduna the Messenger of Allah [PPBUH] came he invited them to worship Allah al-Wahid [the One]  al-Ahad [the Unique] saying  )there is no god but Allah(. They said: Did he make the gods one god, that is a wonder. So they described what they are worshiping other than Allah, as gods while it is not like that. My daughter said: what do you mean? I laughed, so he said: what are you laughing at. I said: I was about to ask the same question. He said: Yes, as the son of… No… the daughter of the goose is a swimmer, and whoever resembles his father then he has do no wrong… anyway… look my daughter, at your school, at your class, you sure have someone who is the cleverest and someone who is the stupidest student… ok… She said: Yes. He said: when you say to the stupidest student: you are clever… then you have described him or her with something that he is not at all… ok? She said: Right. He said: that is what they did, they described what they worship as gods, which it is not… understand? She said: Yes, they say it is gods while it is not. He answered: Exactly… sayyduna the Messenger of Allah [PPBUH], when he said (there is no god but Allah), he denied them the description as gods and confirmed it to Allah alone… it means that there is no real deity except Allah Almighty…
"Kh Kh Kh Kh"… He said: what is this sound? She said: nothing… just father fell asleep, continue… I am with you. My friend laughed and said: I was only worried about one… now there are two… look dear; the name Allah is derived from the word god [in Arabic]… that name is private only to the Creator Himself, Almighty. They also say that it is derived from the word "confusion" in Arabic, as the servant the more he thinks about the qualities of Allah and his grace the more gets confused. They also said: it is derived from the word "adore" in Arabic, i.e. loving Him. Some wise men said: Allah is beloved for all things, the evidence is His saying [and there is not a thing but hymns His praise; but you understand not their praise] al-Esraa 17:44. They also say that it is derived from the word "veiled" in Arabic, referring to the verse [Vision comprehends Him not, but He comprehends vision] al-Anaam 6:103. do you understand this? She said: No… but my father woke up… yes father. I said: where have you gone? And you sir… continue your talk… My friend said: later, we continue next time, ISA. He hanged up. I turned to my daughter saying: what happened? Where did you go? She said laughing: it was not me who went away… it was you… you went to sleep.
